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Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students for artists they know of. List on the board in chronological order.  What type of art did/does each do? What sort of influence did they have in their time and now?  Was everyone named in the list a “Painter”?  If yes, why?  Is that the only kind of art?  If not, keep asking for other types of “artist” (sculptor, singer, actor etc). Do the class think of these people as artists?  Who in the class is artistic?

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students how important they think art and art collections are? Which museums/galleries do they have in their country?  Have they visited many?  What benefit did they get?  Was it educational, enjoyable, what did they learn?  Now look at Viewpoint on Page 12 and read the statements.  Discuss the quote and the question. 
3. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Look at Word Power on Page 12. Ask students the difference between “high” and “popular” culture.  Discuss the questions in A and also “How many of the art forms do they think are for the love of “art” or the love of money?”  Ask students to complete B and check. Before doing C give and elicit examples of “inferring”.  Look at Language Bank 2, then complete exercise C as a class.

4. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students of the items in museums/galleries they know, how did they get there?  Bought, Gifted etc?  Was it usual for monarchs and rich families to buy and collect art? Which luxury goods do people spend money on nowadays? Refer students to question A of 2 Reading (p. 13). Ask students to skim read the first article to find the answers. Students read the first article again and also the second article referring to the Glossary (p. 120) for words they don’t know.  Students discuss B and C in pairs and then share their views with the rest of class.
5. (15 mins) 
Books open

Remind them of ways to present an argument (sequencing).  Refer to Language Bank 2 for examples.  Practise using a few phrases and then using the points in Speak your Mind on Page 12, split the class into 4 groups.  Each group spends about 5 minutes preparing the points for their arguments from one of the questions A to D.  Each group then opens and maintains a short class discussion.  

6. (5 mins) 
Workbooks open

Finish this session with exercise 2 on Page 95. Read the text with them and check understanding before asking them to complete the exercise.  

BREAK

7. (5 mins) 
Workbooks open

Start this session with a quick look at the Idioms in 4 on Page 95.  

8. (25 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class how many exhibitions they have been to.  What were they about?   Working in small teams, ask students to create an exhibition on a controversial subject area. They have to anticipate what people’s objections might be and how to overcome these.  How will they present their subject, how will they get people interested, how will they advertise it etc.  Allow about 10-15 minutes and then discuss their ideas with them. Vote for whose exhibition most people would want to go and see. What did they offer that others didn’t?
9. (20 mins) 
Books open

Using the Watch and Listen on Page 14, first ask if anyone has heard of the “Body Worlds” exhibition?  Ask the questions in A. For B has anyone heard of “Gunter von Hagens?  Why do they think he created the exhibition?  Play the video clip once and do exercises B and C.  Play again and answer the questions in D.  Make E a class discussion.  Should a body be treated as something more special than just a form of art?  What reasons can they think of to have such an exhibition?

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 14 use the 6 Controversy to create a class discussion.  Split students into 2 groups and have them prepare arguments.  For example: Is this art? or Is it a form of propaganda?  Think about other historical carpets, tapestries etc., what is so different about these carpets?  Or is the problem the fact that someone wants to make money by bringing them into the US?  Allow about 10 minutes to prepare then start a class debate.  You could ask for a student to “chair” the debate, this will give them practice at controlling a conversation.

BREAK

11. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 15, look at the 8 History of Music.  Read through the text and ask students what they know about these types of music and their history. Which singers do they know?
12. (20 mins) 
Workbooks open

Look at the Word Power on Page 95.  Tell students they are to make this into a presentation. Refer them back to Page 94 for the different ways to present.  What order is this one requested in?  Also use Language Bank 2 for examples of sequencing.  Add modern art at the end as they might know something about this and have more to say. 
13. (10 mins) 
Books open

Discuss as a class the ideas in 9 Further Discussion on Page 15.  For example possible changes in C are animation, computer graphics instead of stunts in films.  Is this true art?  Is funding of the arts worth it and why?  Should the money be spent on things that are more likely to improve people’s lives, or does art improve lives?  How?
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
