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Lesson guidelines



1. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Which country do they think has the most successful people, percentage wise?  Why?  Ask students for the names of as many successful people they can think of, not just film stars but politicians, scientists, sports people etc. Make a list.  Which personality traits do students think people need to have to be successful? Is it different for different types of success? Brainstorm things which they feel indicate that someone is successful. Look at Page 16 and the words in Word Power A (p. 16). Take happiness as an example, is every successful person happy?  Discuss Questions 1-3 of A.

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the information in Viewpoint (p. 16).  Why do they think this is the case?  What do we mean by disadvantaged? Does this just apply to the US?  Can they name some successful African Americans (Barak Obama, Oprah, Bill Cosby Martin Luther King etc.) Do they see the point of the quote?  Does that apply in their language?

3. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students what films they like, which genre?  What films are the most popular in their country?  What types of films are made in their country?  Do films from other countries enjoy the same success as US films around the world?  Why, why not? Ask if they know what Bollywood is. Now read the two texts on Page 17 and check the glossary (p. 120-121) for words they don’t understand.  Check understanding and ask if they have seen any of the films?  Do exercise A on Page 16 from Reading. Complete exercises B and C. Is it so important to have your success recognised in the US?
4. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Do a quick survey of who thinks which is the most important: money, happiness, career or family?  Ask why, then put into groups based on their answers, if not an even split, split the class so groups have even numbers.  

5. (20 mins) 
Books open

Using the Teamwork Scenario for this unit on Page 114, start by drawing a tree on the board.  As an example profession take perhaps a “Marine Biologist”, putting the hardest problem (Fear of Sharks/can’t swim) at the top and least at the bottom. Elicit other problems to go in between as well as ways to overcome the problems.  Now ask each group what their chosen profession will be and then give them 10 minutes to prepare their “tree” before telling the class or another group about it.  They need to support their “tree” with reasons why.

BREAK

6. (20 mins) 
Books open

Using the Watch and Listen on Page 18, start by discussing the photos.  What causes people to be homeless?  Is it a trap? How easy is it to get out of?  Ask and discuss the questions in A.  Give students time to read through the questions in B – play the video. Go through the questions in C and check for understanding then play the video again.  

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Introduce “Rhetorical questions”. These are good in presentations. Check students understand. Give and elicit examples before they complete exercise 3 on Page 96. Look at the Idioms on Page 96.  Ask students to choose two of the idioms and write two of their own sentences contextualising these idioms  - monitor.
8. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students about different careers. List a few on the board, Doctor, Lawyer etc.  What qualifications do they need, what hours have to be worked? What is the pay like?  Brainstorm ideas for what is needed for these professions.

9. (25 mins) 
Books open

Take some of the titles from Careers in English on Page 19 and ask what the students think the jobs are?  What might be needed to do them?  Ask students to open their books at Page 19 and go through the vocabulary for the various jobs listed to ensure all is understood.  Split into 2 groups.  Group 1 are to be the “Job Consultants” and Group 2 the people looking for jobs.  Group 1 prepare points relating to 3 or 4 of the jobs listed.  E.g. qualifications, pay, hours, location etc.  The others to prepare questions to ask about the roles; what are the career opportunities, pay, holiday, hours etc.?  Monitor and make sure all the different jobs are covered and provide students with additional ideas.  Tell students in Group 2 they are now to try and find the right job for them.  Group 1 are to try and sell the jobs.  Spend the remaining time with the students asking the consultants about the jobs.  At the end, how many consultants have “sold” the most jobs? 
10. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students what sort of “Welfare System” there is in their country?  Do they agree with it?  What is the equivalent of a “Conservative” MP in their country?   Do they feel people who have jobs and security are less likely to be sympathetic and approve of a welfare system?

BREAK

11. (25 mins) 
Books open

Working from 6 – Controversy on Page 18 - ask students if they believe in the Welfare System. Split students into two groups. Read the joke – do they understand what a “Party Animal” is?  Go through Language Bank 3 and give examples of where/how to use these.  In their groups of A and B give students about 10 minutes to prepare their arguments.  Spend the remaining time with groups arguing their points with each other.  Monitor the discussion and encourage students to try and keep the new phrases in use.  
12. (10 mins) 
Books open 

Use the points in 9 – Further Discussion as short class discussions.  Allocate points to groups/pairs of students then allow about 5 minutes for them to think and prepare. Each group/pair then takes turns to start a short debate with the class, defending their arguments.

13. (5 mins) 
Books open 

Spent the remaining time discussing the questions in 10 – Your Answer.  How many students think that success is worth the risk and loss suggested here? 
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
