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Lesson guidelines



1. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Start by asking students where they think bullying might take place (apart from school)? What sort of people tend to be bullies? How would they deal with bullying? Is bullying just physical? Now look at the words in Word Power A on Page 20 and ask “how” these people can bully other people. Why do people bully? Look at Viewpoint. Do they think the “fact” may be similar in their country? Do they agree with the “quote”? Do they think the “Poster” is effective?

2. (25 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to read the first article on Page 21, then read through this with them, explaining and eliciting meanings to words they don’t know - encourage them to use the Glossary (p. 121). Do they think this article is true? Do they know what “satirical” means? To help explain this, take each part of the article and ask if they think it is true – e.g. “Darren used a kitchen knife to decapitate the maths teacher”, and the other statements like this. What is the article really trying to say? (That children get away with bullying and there is little that can be done about it?) Now have them read the second article. Is this one real? Go through the Reading questions in A on Page 20 as a class and discuss the points in B + C. 
3. (15 mins) 
Books open

Give an example of “expressing belief” and elicit examples from the students. Do the same with some “modifying words” then take the list of types of bullies from Word Power A on Page 20, the words in B and using Language Bank 4, do exercise C. Ask students to read out their sentences to the class and discuss the points they have made. Spend a few minutes discussing the points in D.

4. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students what the word “stereotype” means? Elicit an explanation e.g. “Because he’s overweight he must eat too much”. Put students into pairs and turn to Page 115 for the teamwork scenario for Unit 4. Have students complete this and then have each pair tell the class why they chose who they did, ask the class to question the various choices. Which person was chosen the most often as the bully and which two people as the victims? Is this stereotyping?

BREAK

5. (20 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask students what they think an ideal workplace would be? What would make this change to a place they don’t want to go to? If students have no experience of work, they will have to imagine some of the answers to the questions in A on Page 22. Go through these with them. Look at B and put their answers on the board. Read the questions in C and then play the CD either once or twice, checking for understanding of the less obvious words. Ask each student to write an answer for D, then have these read out and see how many are the same. Discuss E as a class. If a workplace is really too hard for them to relate to, use school as an example.

6. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Re-introduce/revise the idea of giving presentations (see no. 9 in Unit One). Ask students for ideas on how they would go about presenting a subject. Look at “sequencing” as a start (ideas in Language Bank 2).

7. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students what they know about different prisons in different countries? Where does their information come from – TV, Films, TV News, Newspapers etc. Do they think what they know is all true? What do they think prison should be like? Why?

8. (25 mins) 
Books open

Tell students they are going to have a go at preparing a presentation. Take the subject of Psychology in English on Page 23, and read through the text with the class to ensure understanding of the words and the actual experiment. Have a short discussion about whether they feel this was a good experiment to do, then put the class into groups to prepare a part of the presentation as per the instructions in the book. Each group to prepare something. This one could be done in the order of the points as a good sequence. Allow about 15 minutes for them to prepare this and then have them present either to other groups or to the class. Encourage questions. Once done, open a discussion as per B on Page 23.

BREAK

9. (10 mins) 
Books open

Introduce the idea of Idioms (phrases such as: A rolling stone gathers no moss - where the words together have a meaning that is different from the dictionary definitions of the individual words). We use a lot of these in English. Ask if they know of any others, then complete the exercise on Page 97 and ask them to guess at the meanings. 

10.  (10 mins) 
Books open

Working from Page 97, complete the Use of Language section and then use the content of this for a brief class discussion.

11. (15 mins) 
Books open

Put the class into 5 groups. Ask each group for a letter from A to E, then assign this topic from 9 – Further Discussion Page 23 to that group. Encourage them to use words and phrases from Language Bank 4 and allow about 7-8 minutes to prepare 3-4 points, then each group to put their points to the class to start a discussion. Students to question each other and provoke discussion.

12. (5 mins) 
Books open

Spend any remaining time either discussing 10 – Your Answer or use the subject from 6 – Controversy. If you use this subject, look at the text with them and the arguments to help stimulate the discussion. Does one preclude the other? Whichever one you choose, what is the consensus of opinion?
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
