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Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Brainstorm a list of designers for clothes, jewellery etc.  (How many are Italian?)- make list on the board. Ask the class what sort of influence they think designers/labels have on different groups in society.  What feelings do they provoke in people; confidence, envy, greed?  Make a list of these.  Which countries do they think are the most obsessed with fashion? Who do they consider “Fashion Icons”?

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the three photos in Viewpoint on Page 24.  Could you live in a room like this?  Of the two dress photos which do they prefer and why?  Read the fact about Imelda Marcos, (who is she – do they know?), was it right that she spent the country’s money on shoes?  Read the quotes.  What does the statement by Gore Vidal mean?  Do they agree with it?  Do you think it’s possible to be fashionable without using any animal products?

3. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Brainstorm as many words (adjectives) relating to fashion as you can.  Check your list with the one in B under Word Power on Page 24.  Allocate a positive or negative connotation to each word.  Look at Language Bank 5 for the “vivid” adjectives and also for expressing tentative ideas.  Give an example; “I tend to think that the skirt in the photo is tasteless”.  Ask students to describe to each other the fashions in the photos using LB5.  Monitor and help – listen out for difficulties with pronunciation or intonation.  Discuss the questions in C as a class.  What does “brandstretching” mean?

4. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to read only the first article on Page 25 - then read again together to check understanding - suggest they use the Glossary (p. 121).  Have students complete exercise A from the Reading on Page 24.  Now read the second article.  What does “metrosexual” mean?   Elicit traditional male/female fashion items.  Ask students the answers to C and discuss as a class.  Why do people worry so much about fashion?  Is there an age when people care less about other people’s opinions?

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

Recap on reported speech and how it is used. Look at B from the Reading on Page 24 give students 10 minutes to do this.  Monitor and provide support.  Reported speech can be useful in presentations.

6. (5 mins) 
Books open

Discuss as a class the points in 3 – Speak Your Mind.  For example, men have always used shampoo and soap, so why not skin care products?  What percentage of the class thinks what?
BREAK

7. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Write on the board “Cost of Fashion”.  Explain you don’t mean in “money” but other “costs” e.g. cost to the environment, (what is thrown away, or given to charity shops to be re-cycled – you may need to explain what a charity shop is, cost to animals etc.) Brainstorm ideas and list on the board.  

8.  (25 mins) 
Books closed

Open books at Page 26 and discuss the questions in A of Watch and Listen.  Ask students to guess what is going to be the result of B.  Play the video once, how many were right? Ask the questions in C then play the video again to find the answers.  Have students answer D which is practice at predicting an outcome.  Discuss E with the class.  Is it also wrong to use animals for medical, if not for fashion?

9. (20 mins) 
Books open

Using idea A from the Writing on Page 98, ask students to imagine they are about to meet their favourite celebrity.  They need to prepare a presentation to ask that person to donate to/support/appear for their charity.  Each student, or pair first chooses a charity and then a celebrity.  Allow 10-15 to prepare and encourage use of reported speech to make points.  What causes were chosen?  Which celebrity?  Why?  How many were persuaded to help?

10.  (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask the class about basic needs of humans.  List on the board.  Depending on what you get, list these in a hierarchy. Ask about social needs, this should complete the hierarchy for Maslow’s Pyramid.  Either draw a pyramid or do in a list of 1-5 for priority.  Where do they think fashion fits in this.  Look at Page 27 – Consumer Studies.  Compare this with what your students came up with – does it tally?  Elicit vocabulary.  Where does “fashion” come (social or esteem)?  

11.  (5 mins) 
Books open

Go through the Idioms on Page 98, first asking them to guess at meanings and then go through to make sure they understand before completing the exercise.

12. (20 mins) 
Books open

Using 6 – Controversy on Page 26, go over Language Bank 5 again, then read through the text and put students into groups splitting, if possible, by those who think fashion is important and those who don’t.  Ask for a student to “chair” the debate, help this student to prepare opening questions.  The two groups prepare for a debate on the importance of fashion.  After about 10 minutes preparation, have a 5 minute debate, with the students controlling it.

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

Using the ideas in 9 – Further Discussions put the class into pairs to talk about each point.  Go round and prompt/provoke and encourage them.  Point them to Language Bank 5 to practise using the language.  Move the pairs around to encourage a greater mix of opinions.  Finish by asking them what they have discussed and what their opinions are.  Is there general agreement?

14. (5 mins) 
Books open

Have a brief class discussion of the points in 10 – Your Answer.  Do students generally agree or not?
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
