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Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Write the word “independence” on the board.  Ask students what this means to them as individuals – list keywords on the board.  Do they feel they are independent in what they think and feel?  

2. (15 mins) 
Books open

Look at the photo in Viewpoint on Page 42.  Do the percentages surprise them?  Why do they think this is?  Read the quote, what does he mean?  Look at Word Power A.  Do as a class and form words that start; e.g. “govern”, gives, government, governor, governess, governmental etc.  Do this for each word.  Discuss questions 1 and 3 of C as a class. Look at question 2 in C and ask the class to make a list of points for and against living at home or on your own.  Compare the lists on the board, which has the most advantages?  

3. (15 mins) 
Books open

Go to Use of Language on Page 102 and ask students to complete the exercise.  Once done, read the passage as a class and discuss the content of the article.  Which do they think was the “best” time for the country?  At which time did the people have more freedom to “choose”?  Why did the people vote the Sandinistas out?   Was it “right” of US to impose its beliefs on another country?  Were the “Contras” true Freedom fighters?  Why, why not?

4. (25 mins) 
Books open

Look at Language Bank 9 and review “interrupting phrases” and how we use these. Read the first text on Page 43 as a class. Read again in pairs with students interrupting each other to disagree with the points.  They should try and wait for a natural pause in the person reading, then jump in with a question.  Do the first paragraph with them as an example.  Complete the questions in B of the Reading on Page 42.  Before reading the second article, ask students what they know about the Basque Separatists (ETA) in Spain, then ask students to read the article, read again to check understanding.  What is their feeling about these types of groups?  What other ones do they know about, what do they “fight” for?  Discuss the questions in C and D as a class.

5. (5 mins) 
Books open

Go through the Idioms on Page 102.  Elicit the meanings and give examples of when we use them.  Have the exercise completed.

BREAK

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Recap briefly on the phrases in Language Bank 9 then look at the 3 points in 3 – Speak Your Mind on Page 42 as a class. For C: influx of immigrants?
7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Do a brief review on ways to present information.   Look at the methods you have covered so far from Pages 94, 96 and 98 as well as Language Bank 2 for sequencing.  Elicit from them what each means and how it is used.  Recap on the Passive vs Active Voice.  Explain how this is used in presentations with the Passive being more formal/impersonal.  Ask students to complete exercise 3 on Page 102 and check as a class. 

8. (20 mins) 
Books open

Look at the 2 points in Writing on Page 102.  Let each student choose either A or B.  They can work in pairs if this helps. Each student creates a short presentation on this subject.  Allow about 10 minutes for this.  They should try and use idioms which fit and either the active or passive voice. Use the remaining time for them to present to each other, and for one pair to present to the class.

9. (20 mins) 
Books closed/open

Brainstorm with the class the things the government controls e.g. Industry, Education, Tourism, Employment etc, list these on the board.  Which do they think cost a lot of money, which are easy/hard to deal with?  Why, what are the problems?  What in their country do they feel could be improved?  Read the History in English on Page 45.  Looking at the 2 small lists in the article, how many of the things the Scottish Parliament has control over fall into the easy column?  Do they feel that Scotland has true independence?  Which of the two lists costs the most to administer?   Which of the two lists have the most “world” impact?  Do they think of Scotland, Wales and Ireland as “independent” countries (or part of Great Britain)?  Why, why not for each of them? Are there any parts of their country that would like to gain independence? Why?
10.  (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students if anyone has ever broken a limb?  How did it affect their life?  What did they have to change?  What did it feel like?  Who helped them?  Now ask for a list of physical disabilities – list on the board, how would these affect people’s lives?  What do they take for granted that they would no longer be able to do? (sports, reading, eating).  What are the 5 senses?  Which would be the worst to be without?  Why?  Do all students agree?

BREAK

11. (20 mins) 
Books open

Turn to Page 44 and look at the questions in B of the Listening.  What do they think?  Play the CD, who was right?  Read the questions in C, play the CD again.  Answer the questions. For D, each student writes down what they think, discuss as a class.  Put students into pairs to think about the questions in E then spend the remaining time comparing ideas with other pairs.  Do different countries have very different ways of treating people with disabilities?   

12. (15 mins) 
Books open

Take the questions in 9 – Further Discussion on Page 45 and putting students into 3 groups ask each group to prepare points on one of the questions with which to start and maintain a short class discussion.  Allow about 7 minutes to prepare and then each group starts a discussion.  Try to encourage them to use the phrases from Language Bank 9 again.  For C give them the quote “One Man’s Freedom Fighter is another Man’s Terrorist”.  What do they think of this?  What lengths would they go to for the independence of their country?  

13. (5 mins) 
Books open

Finish the unit with a discussion on the questions in 10 – Your Answer on Page 45.  What are the general thoughts?  Do most students agree with each other?
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
