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Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class to imagine life without rules. Put students into pairs with half the pairs deciding how life in their home country would be without rule and the other half deciding the global impact of this. After about 8 minutes ask each pair to present their ideas.  Were they thinking the same, what was the common theme, anarchy, peace or what?

2.  (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at Viewpoint on Page 46.  Which statistics do they agree with?  Is this very much an attitude of “developed countries”? Look at the quote, is there a difference between listening (voluntary) and hearing (involuntary)?  What do they think of the question?  Discuss.

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask what “rights” they think everyone should have, (e.g. privacy, life, freedom of speech), list these on the board.  Look at the Word Power – did theyget any of the words listed under “Right to…”  in A?   Ask students to complete exercise A and check as a class.

4. (15 mins) 
Books open

Write a sentence on the board with an “intensifier” contextualised. Ask what the purpose of that word is in the sentence. Elicit other examples from them. Look at Language Bank 10 and go through the words.  Give and elicit examples of where we could use the phrases to emphasise arguments. Look at Word Power B - ask them what “rights” they could or could not live without.  Put into pairs to argue with each other using the words and phrases from LB10. Then answer questions from Word Power C1 and C2.
5. (5 mins) 
Books open

Do a recap on reported speech asking for examples of when and why it is used, give a couple and elicit some from the students.  
6. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class what they know about slavery, any countries where it is still openly/covertly practised (Forced Prostitution, Concubines, Serfdom, Child Trafficking?). Read the first article on Page 47, first alone, using the Glossary (p. 123-124) for words and then together to check understanding.  Give students 5 minutes to prepare (a summary) B of Reading on Page 46 then “report” to you. Ask students to “skim” the text in order to determine the meaning of “yob” from the context. Check all students understand the meaning. Now ask them to read the second article  and answer questions in A and C. Ask if they have “yobs” in their country. What has happened to control the problem?  In the UK we have “ASBOs”, explain what these are.  Do they think they are/would be effective?

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Go to the Word Power exercise on Page 103 and ask students to complete the exercise to help consolidate the use of intensifiers and how to challenge statements.  Ask different students to read their sentences.

8. (15 mins) 
Books open

Split the class into 4 groups.  Give each one a question from 3 – Speak Your Mind on Page 46.  Ask each group to spend about 5-8 minutes preparing “strong” arguments (using LB10) to support their reasoning.  

9. (10 mins) 
Books closed

“Freedom for Children”, “Freedom for Teenagers”.  Put both these phrases on the board and ask students what they think “children” (age under 14) should be allowed as “rights”.  Now the same for teenagers.  What is different?  Why do they think adults don’t allow teenagers to do some of the things they would like to.  Why do they (your students) think certain things should not be allowed for children and teenagers?  Why do they have the opinions they do?

10.  (20 mins) 
Books open

Working from Page 48. Look at the photo in the listening exercise and nominate a student to describe the phot. What could they be arguing about? What do parents and teenagers often argue about? Discuss the questions in A from the Listening as a class.  How do they think “troubled” and angry young people can be helped?  What makes them troubled to start with?  Ask for “answers to B then play the CD and check their answers.  Read the questions in C and D.  Play the CD again and complete the questions in C.  Ask students to “predict” the answer to D.  What was the general feeling for the response to this? 

11. (15 mins) 
Books open

Put students into pairs or small groups and give them at least 5 minutes to think about the questions in E.  Under what circumstances should anyone be sent to such a place?  Is it responsible behaviour of parents to do this?  Why do they think parents don’t know what happens?   Is “modifying” someone’s behaviour the right thing to do?   Spend the rest of the time with the groups discussing their points.  Encourage use of language and phrases from unit.

12. (5 mins) 
Books open

Go through the Idioms on Page 103.  Elicit possible meanings before completing the exercise.

13. (20 mins) 
Books open

Read through 6 – Controversy on Page 48 with the students.  See if there is a natural split in opinions, if not split the class into 2 groups and give students about 10 minutes to prepare a debate on the subject.  Explain this will be a “radio” debate so their arguments need to be clear and to the point.  Ask for a volunteer to “DJ” the show.  Help this person with an introduction and leading questions to keep the debate flowing.

14. (10 mins) 
Books open

Allow students to choose one of the subjects in 9 – Further Discussion on Page 49 and group them together to prepare points for and against what they think.  Allow about 5 minutes.  Each group starts a class discussion and defends their opinions.  Which subject was the most popular subject?  What was the general opinion?

15. (5 mins) 
Books open

Look at 10 – Your Answer and discuss as a class.  Can they think of any books or films where there was complete freedom for either children (Lord of the Flies – what happened there?) or adults?
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
