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Lesson guidelines



1. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Write the BIG question on the board to start them thinking then ask students to name people they know who have won the Nobel Peace Prize and make a list. What was it for?  Did they deserve it?  (Barrack Obama, 2009, Nelson Mandela 93, Lech Walesa in 83).

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the photos and descriptions in Viewpoint on Page 50.  Check they understand the language and why the prize was won by each of these people.  Do they think it was deserved?  Was it really to do with “peace”?  Could defending woman’s rights in Iran be more likely to cause a problem than help peace?  Look at the quote, what does it mean?  What causes war, does a lack of basic resources contribute?

3. (15 mins) 
Books open

Look at Word Power, A and ask students if they know the meanings of the words.  Ask them to complete the exercise, some adjectives can go with more than one word.  Check through as a class.  Look at the phrases in Language Bank 11, give and elicit examples of where these phrases could be used.  Put students into pairs to briefly discuss the points in C using the phrases in LB11.

4. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to look at exercise 1 on Page 104 as consolidation.  When completed, briefly discuss the statements.

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at Speaking Strategies on Page 104.  Give examples of how using the “power of three” can emphasise what you are saying:  “It was the most stimulating, interesting and rewarding lesson I have ever had”.  Take out any of the words and the impact is less. Ask if this construct exists in their language?  Look at the examples and have these matched with the sentences.

6. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students what they know about Venezuela and Argentina. What about the economy of these two countries?  Have they heard of the “disappeared” people of Argentina?  Tell them to read the first article on Page 51, point out the Glossary (p. 124) at the back of the book for words they don’t know.  Check understanding and then complete exercise A.  Read the second article and ask the questions in B and C.  What is the general opinion to the questions in C?

7. (15 mins) 
Books open

Split students into 4 groups.  Ask each for a letter between A and D.  This then decides which point they will take from 3- Speak Your Mind on Page 50.  Give them about 7-8 minutes to prepare points on their question, then one representative from each group will start a short class discussion, with others defending and arguing their case.  

8. (5 mins) 
Books open

Go through the Idioms on Page 104.  Elicit meanings as students complete the exercise.  Ask for other examples of where these idioms could be used.

9. (25 mins) 
Books open

Split the class into teams of three. Discuss briefly what existing conflicts are ongoing, how did they start and ways in which conflicts can be resolved.  Tell the students to look at Teamwork on Page 117.  Allow about 15 minutes for preparation while you monitor and help.  Each group then presents to the class.  Vote on the best ideas.  Were many of the ideas the same? 

10. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Recap on recent natural disasters. Where did they happen?  When?  Why?  How did the countries cope?  (Tsunami, Bush Fires, Earthquakes).  Is their country prone to any natural disasters? Is their country well prepared for a natural disaster?  How do they think people in their country would react to a disaster?

11. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 52, Listening.  First look at the photos, what are they showing?  Has anyone heard of Haiti, if yes, what do they know about the country?  How often has Haiti been hit by natural disasters?  Before playing the CD, ask students what recent problems they think Haiti might have had?  Which of the things listed under B do they think are likely to be mentioned?  Play the CD, who was right? Read through the questions in C.  Play the CD again and find out the answers.  Discuss the questions in D as a class – what does everyone think?

12. (20 mins) 
Books open*
Read through the scenario in 6 – Controversy on Page 52.  Split the students into two groups by asking who agrees with American global policies.  If this is not enough of a split, just halve the class.  Each group are to “behave” as much in “character” as they can – i.e. as an American politician or a European one.  (America tends to want everything big and global while Europe prefers small and more individual).  Allow students about 10 minutes to prepare points for their arguments in the debate.  Allow 10 minutes for the debate – you want this to be as formal as possible.  Encourage use of language and phrases learnt in this unit and previous units.  Point out the “Power of Three” again, as well as LB11.  Ask for a volunteer to “chair” the debate. Re-arrange classroom desks accordingly. You can then help this person with questions to get the debate started and ways to keep momentum.

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

Take the points in 9 – Further Discussion on Page 53 and use to create a class discussion.  For C ask for examples of old weapons and how things have changed.  Does a “star wars” like defence systems make the enemy seem less “human”?  Would it make real war feel more like a game when no-one sees the real results?

14. (5 mins) 
Books open

Finish the unit with a short debate on 10 – Your Answer.  Without war, would people be happy with peace?  Would we understand the difference and appreciate it?  (Can you appreciate happiness if you’ve never been sad?)

*Note

Depending on your students, you might prefer to look at Drama in English – p. 53 instead of the Controversy.  Some students respond better to something artistic than something political.  Do anti war plays have any impact on public opinion?
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
