Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Do all students in the class use the Internet?  Is it a vital part of their life?  Do they think it controls people?  Do they have Internet access on their phone?  Could they live without their phone/the Internet?  Look at Viewpoint on Page 54.  Look at the quote, what does it mean (the original quote was:  “Give a man a fish and you feed him for a day.  Teach a man to fish and you feed him for life”.  Is there a “pun” in the quote (the word net).  What do they think the answers to the questions are?

2. (20 mins) 
Books open

Go through the questions in A of Word Power Page 54 as a class.  Which is the most used in the list?  Give and elicit examples of uncountable nouns (milk, data etc).  Look at Language Bank 12 first for further examples of these, and then for examples of phrases used for deduction.  Ask students to complete exercise B on Page 54.  Now turn to Page 105 and complete exercise 2 for uncountable nouns and correct as a class.  Use the questions in C on Page 54 to start a discussion.

3. (5 mins) 
Books closed

How many students play computer games?  Why?  What do they get out of it?  Is it healthy to spend hours doing this?  What are their favourite games (ask them to describe them)?  Do they just play by themselves, with friends, or with people “on-line”? Do they agree with Internet dating?  Why, why not?  Would they do it?  

4. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to predict what the article (p. 55) is about from the title and the photo. Students then skim the article to check whether they were right. Students read the article again (intensive reading) and answer the questions in 2A Reading Page 54. Remind them of the Glossary for words they don’t know (p. 124-125). Go through answers with them.  Ask students to read the second article and answer the questions in 2B.  Discuss the questions in 2C as a class.

5. (15 mins) 
Books open

Put the class into four groups and give them a few minutes to look at the questions in 3 – Speak Your Mind.   Ask each group to choose a question and then start a short class discussion asking the rest of the class to give their points of view.  Give them a few ideas, e.g. if people don’t have access they have less information available to them / people can get addicted to the Internet.

BREAK

6. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students which language they use when they surf the net?  What language is most used (can they remember from “Viewpoint”)?  Look at the questions in 4A under Watch and Listen on Page 56.  What is the general opinion?  Look at the questions in B.  What do students think?  What would the Internet be like if a language using “other” characters became the norm?  Play the clip once to get the answers to B.  Go through the questions in C and D.  For C, make sure the pause is long enough for students to write an answer down.  What did they think?  Discuss the question in E as a class. 

7. (20 mins) 
Books open

Tell the class they are going to create a web site.  Brainstorm ideas of what they might want to have a web site about.  What would they put on it?  How would they lay it out?  Why do they 

think it would be a good idea?  Turn to Page 117 for the Scenario for this unit.  Put into small groups and give about 10-15 minutes for them to prepare this. Get each group to present their webpage to the class. Vote on the best and most realistic/original idea. 

8. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask which students like to gamble?  What types of gambling are there?  Which have they tried?  Do they think it is addictive?  Before looking at 6 – Controversy on Page 56, put the students into two groups.  Group A to think of positives for gambling and Group B negatives.  What ideas do they have which are not in the book?  Give them a few minutes to prepare points then start the debate.  If a student is willing, have one of them “chair” the debate by asking opening questions and keeping the debate going. 

9. (10 mins) 
Books open

Go through the Idioms on Page 105.  Complete the expressions and then check they understand the meanings.

BREAK

10. (15 mins) 
Books open

Either: ask students what they know about hacking and viruses.  Have they been affected by a computer virus?  Does anything good come out of hacking?  Why do people do it?  What is the point of creating a virus?  Look at 8 Information Technology in English.  Read through this with the students and discuss the content.

or: use the content of B from the Writing on Page 105 for them to create a very brief outline of a game which they then tell the class about.  Vote on the one most likely to succeed.

11. (15 mins) 
Books open

Put students into pairs and ask them to think of positive and negative points for each of the questions in 9 – Further Discussion.  Allow about 7 minutes to prepare and then ask each pair to start a class discussion.

12. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at 10 – Your Answer and discuss the questions with the class.  Do they think that people will ever stop using the Internet?  Why has it become so essential to everyone?
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
