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Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

What is a role model?  Ask students if they have one, if yes, who, describe?  Why is this person their role model, what is the appeal of being a role model?  What words would they use to describe their role model?  Brainstorm a list of people in the world they might look up to, or who they think younger people/children might look up to.  Do people need  role models?  Why?

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Open books at Page 62 and look at Viewpoint.  Ask students for words which describe the 3 people there (explain who Kofi Annan is if they don’t know).  Read the fact about Teenage Girls.  Do they think these are good role models?  Of your students do any of them think of these pop stars as a role model?  What words would you use to describe pop stars – “hip, cool, in, with it” etc.  (Christina Aguilera works for an AIDS charity, is this why she is a role model?!)

3. (10mins) 
Books open

Look at Word Power on Page 62.  Discuss the words in A as a class, which do they think apply to which photos?  Put the class into pairs to think of answers to B and then share their thoughts with the class.  Leave in pairs and do the same for the questions in C.  Are words like “brave” and “hero” overused nowadays?  Why/why not?  What do they consider to be brave or heroic? Why?

4. (10 mins) 
Books open

Put the class into 5 groups and give each one a different question or questions from 3 – Speak Your Mind on Page 62.  Allow about 5 minutes for them to prepare what they have to say and then have each group open and maintain a class discussion.  

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

Go to the workbook section on Page 107 and look at Word Power ex. 1.  Ask what is meant by “softening” expressions?   Give an example, go through Language Bank 14, then complete the first example in Word Power together.   Next look at “Idiomatic Expressions” in LB14.  By now the students should be familiar with these.  Ask them for other examples, see how many they can remember from previous lessons.  Can they think of any they would use in relation to role models? 
6. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to read the title of the first article on p. 63. Elicit “bigot”. If the students don’t know the meaning as them to “skim” the text to determine the meaning from the context. What is the title of the second article implying? Again, ask students to skim this text to get the general meaning. Ask students to read both articles again using the Glossary (p. 125-126) for words they don’t know.  Tell them to underline any adjectives they find or other words describing the people in the articles.   Ask students to complete exercises A and B from the Reading on Page 62.  Go through their conclusions as a class and then discuss C together, which of the two people in the articles do they think is the better role model?   Why?

BREAK

7. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to look at the two photos on Page 64 for the Listening and answer the questions in exercise A as a class.   How many named were “female super heroes”?  Ask students to write down their thoughts on B and then play the CD.  Who was right?  Read through the questions in C and D then play the CD again.  What did they say for C.  Check their answers to D, then discuss E as a class.  What is the general opinion?  Why do they think what they do?

8. (25 mins) 
Books open

Ask students what they know about the fashion industry?  What do they know about models?  What sort of people are they usually?  Ask them to describe one or two. Which models are famous in their country?  What effect do they think this has on young people?  Are magazines and newspapers in their country full of fashion icons who are thin?  Split the class into 2 groups.  Read through 6 – Controversy with them.  Each group prepares their arguments - allow about 10-15 minutes for this.  They should look at Language Bank 14 for ways to express their opinions.  Make this like a radio debate.  Ask for a student to act as “DJ” and help this one with an “Intro” to the “show” and questions to open and maintain the debate.

9. (5 mins) 
Books open

From Page 107 ask the students to guess the meanings of the different Idioms. Ask them to complete the exercise and check as a class.

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

Do another recap on ways of presenting information, eliciting as much as you can.  Stress the use of “quotes” and visual aids to make a presentation more interesting.  Using either of the tasks in 7 Portfolio Writing on Page 64 or either of the tasks in Writing on page 107 as a topic, let students work in pairs and put together a short presentation on their chosen topic.  See which options they have chosen then help with ideas.  Each pair presents to another pair while you monitor and one pair presents to the class.

BREAK

11. (10 mins) 
Books open

Give students an example of “joining clauses” and then ask students for further examples. Ask them to complete exercise 2 on Page 107.  Take the text here and discuss what is said, do the students agree that sports people are treated as role models?  Do we extend our own dreams to them?  Who is their sporting “hero”?  Why?  Describe this person.

12.  (15 mins) 
Books open

Look at Literature in English on Page 65.  Ask students if anyone has heard of or read either of the books?  Ask them to read the synopsis for each. Would they want to read either of these books?  Do they feel these books would appeal to a younger generation, or are they a bit “dated”?  Discuss as a class.  Were the authors or characters in the books good as role models?

13. (10 mins) 
Books open

Again split the class into 5 groups.  Allocate a question from 9 – Further Discussion to each group.  Give them 5 minutes to think about their points and then each group opens and maintains a short class discussion.

14. (5 mins) 
Books open

Finish the unit with a class discussion on the questions in 10 – Your Answer.  What is the general opinion of the students?  
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
