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Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students what “family” means to them?  Elicit all the terms they know for different relations/relationships.  Ask them to do a quick family tree – do your family tree on the board as a demo.  Who has some different relations or step families? Ask students to explain each of the words from A in Word Power on Page 68.  Ask students to work in pairs and talk about any of the relationship types they have personal experience of: newly-weds, single-parent family, etc.
2. (5 mins) 
Books open

Look at the photos in Viewpoint.  What sort of families are these?  Look at the fact?  Why is it that developing countries have bigger families?  Read the quote – does it make sense to them? If not explain it.
3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class what they understand by the term ‘generalisations’. If necessary give an example (It’s usual for mothers to be the parent in single parent families) and give them a couple of minutes to brainstorm before eliciting further examples from them. Go through the phrases in Language Bank 15 Part 1.  Look at the questions in 1C p. 68 and ask students to answer these using generalisations.

4. (10 mins) 
Books open

Discuss the questions in 3 – Speak Your Mind with the class.  Ask students what they think the terms supermum, and yummy mummy mean.  What is the divorce rate in their country?  What rights do fathers have?  Are fathers entitled to paternity leave?
5. (15 mins) 
Books open

Review Conditional tenses by asking different students for an example of each – zero to third.  Show them the examples in Language Bank 15 part 2, then ask them to complete exercise 1 on Page 108.  Monitor and help as they do this.
6. (20 mins) 
Books open

Look at Reading 2 (page 68) and ask students to “skim” through the first article and find the answer to question A1. Read again and answer the questions in A2. What sentences did they come up with? Identify areas where the “old” mothers are criticised for what they did. Before asking students to read the second article, ask their opinion on single parent fathers.  Should fathers have the same rights of access to the children as mothers? Discuss questions B and C as a class.  

BREAK

7. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class what they think is the best age to have children?  Why?  Brainstorm a list of qualities they think parents should have, list on the board.  What is the best environment for children to grow up in?  List these on the board as well.

8. (20 mins) 
Books open

Open books at Page 70 and discuss the questions in A under Listening. Give students time to read through the short passage in B – getting them to predict any of the answers from the context.  Read the questions in C then play the CD again.  Do they think sex education is necessary? Is there a particular type of person who tends to start a family at a younger age?  What are the positives/negatives for doing so?

9. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Compare what the students thought from the lists they made in 7 with what came from the answers on the CD.  Is this a good or bad thing?  How hopeful are they of the future and future generations?

10. (10 mins) 
Books open

Go through the Speaking Strategies on Page 108 with the class.  They will try to use these in their next debate.  Ask them to complete the exercise. Ask students to read the passage in pairs – monitor their intonation patterns.
11. (5 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class about people they know (famous or not) who have adopted children from poorer countries (Madonna, Jolie/Pitt).  Is this a good thing to do?  Is it “buying” children? Whose interest is being satisfied?  Is it more for the parents who want the child than the benefit of the child?  Is it sometimes the only way people can get a child (too old to adopt in their own country)? 

12.  (20 mins) 
Books open

Split the class into 2 groups (you might have a natural split from the discussion in 11 above) and read through 6 – Controversy on Page 70. Check understanding.  Allow students about 10 minutes to think of points and arguments before starting a debate on the issue.  Remind them to use generalising phrases and also to use negatives and modal verbs for emphasis. If possible, encourage a student to chair the debate.   

13. (5 mins) 
Books open

Look at the Idioms on Page 108.  Read through each of the replies and elicit meanings, before asking students to complete the exercise.

BREAK

14. (30 mins) 
Books open

Review different ways to present information.  For example in sequence of events, by contrasting similarities and differences or positives and negatives or listing all one side and then the other, by date/time.  Encourage them to use idioms if they can see an appropriate use.  Read the text on Home Economics in English on Page 71 with the class.  Put students into pairs to prepare a presentation.  Each pair presents to another pair and one pair to the class.  What do they feel the split of work and responsibility should be between members of a family?

15. (10 mins) 
Books open

Discuss as a class the questions in 9 – Further Discussion.  Do any of them have older family members living with them?  What is good or bad about this?  Questions C and D should be good for different opinions.  Always ask them to justify what they think with some reasoning.
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
