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Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students about the subjects they learn at school.  Ask them to describe their school system to you.  Is single sex education good?  What comes after “high school” – college, university?  What subjects do they think everyone should learn (Maths, English, History) why?  Should everyone have the same education?  Why, why not?  Should everyone go to university?  Are some people more suited to apprenticeships, being more practical than academic?  

2. (5 mins) 
Books open

Look at the photos and question in Viewpoint on Page 72.  What are the students’ opinions?  Read the quote, what does it mean?  Look at the percentage of people with a first degree, does this surprise them?  How important do they think it is to have a degree?

3. (15 mins) 
Books open

Look at the words in Word Power A p. 72 and ask students to rank these in order of importance for education using the sequence phrases from LB16.  See what they have chosen, why?  Turn to Page 109 and ask students to complete exercise 1 as consolidation on sequencing words.  Check as a class.

4. (15 mins) 
Books open

Return to Page 72 and Word Power.  First check they understand the words in B, then put students into pairs.  Look at Language Bank 16 again for the “Asserting” phrases and allocate each pair a subject from exercise B to use an asserting expression with.  Allow about 5 minutes, then ask each pair their points.  Discuss the questions in C as a class. 

5. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask them how important they think history is?  Do they believe what they read in history books and what they are taught of history?  Why, why not?   Is any of it speculation on the part of the historians?   Do they think education is used to promote political agendas in their country or in any country?  Can education (at schools/universities) help to solve social problems? How?

6. (15 mins) 
Books open

Recap on the words from Word Power A then ask them to read the first article on Page 73 and complete exercise A of the Reading.  Now ask them to read the second article, check for understanding and have exercise B completed.  Discuss C as a class – you may need to explain the education system in the UK.
7. (5 mins) 
Books open

Finish this session by discussing the questions in 3 – Speak Your Mind as a class,

BREAK

8. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class all the subjects they learn at school (refer back to your list from 1).  Now ask what they learn from these subjects.  Not just the facts, but others skills, ways of thinking, ways of behaving etc.  Split the class into either pairs or groups of 3.  Turn to Page 118 and ask them to spend 10 minutes working on the Teamwork for Unit 16.  After 10 minutes, ask each group to tell the class which one they chose and what they thought.  Do others agree with them?  Why, why not?

9. (25 mins) 
Books open


What do they know about the religions of the world?  What about schools that only take pupils of a certain religion, is this right?  Should all different religions be taught in schools?  Why, why 

not?   Open books at Page 74 for the Listening. Discuss the questions in A as a class. Give students time to read the questions in B. Play the CD once. After the first listening let the students confer answers with a partner. Play the listening extract again and go over the answers as a class. Read the questions in C and then play the CD again to find the answers.  Having heard the text can they understand why the average person/parent might not get involved?  

10. (15 mins) 
Books open

Taking either A from Portfolio Writing p. 74 or B from Writing on Page 109 ask students (in pairs) to prepare a short talk on the subject.  Allow 10 minutes for this and then pairs tell another pair their points.

11. (10mins) 
Books open

Look at the Use of Language on Page 109. Elicit the uses of the Gerund and the Infinitive to determine how much the students already know before completing the exercise, check as they work.

12.  (5 mins) 
Books open

Look at the Idioms on Page 109.  Ask students to complete the sentences and then check they understand the meaning.  Ask for other examples of where these would be used e.g.  “He always speaks his mind”.

BREAK

13. (20-25 mins) 
Books open

Read through Physical Education on Page 75 with the class.  Check for understanding.  Why do they think these sorts of trips are good “education”.  Recap on the use of sequencing (LB2 and 16) for putting across points to present.  Put into pairs and give them 10 minutes to prepare a short presentation on why these trips are good or bad for education and what people learn.  They should use one of the examples here or a trip they have made as “first hand experience”.   Use remaining time for the pairs to present to each other and one pair to the class. Does everyone think these trips are a good idea?  Any negative thoughts about them?

14. (15 mins) 
Books open

Using the points in 9 – Further Discussion put the class into 4 groups.  Let each group choose a question.  Give them about 5 minutes to think about their point, then each group to start a short discussion and defend (if they need to) their points.  Ideas for them: a) Perhaps literature reflects real life, tells about customs of a country?  Historical novels can be valuable in helping understand the times.  c) Maybe some people need goals which a test or exam helps with? d)  what subjects do older people tend to study?

15. (5 mins) 
Books open

Finish this unit with a class discussion of the points in 10 – Your Answer.  What is the most popular subject?  
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
