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Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students (about their own country) from which countries they have the most immigrants. Is the culture of their country getting eroded by people from other countries, how?   Do they have more social issues now?  Who do they feel should have priority help from the government - citizens or immigrants?  Why?  Who should help refugees? - the government, charities, individuals?  Do they know of any famous refugees?  

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students why people seek “asylum” (war, economy, racism)?  Of the options they give, which should be given priority?  Which countries do they feel should help refugees, asylum seekers the most, why?  After WW2, 1000s of people fled to the United States, Canada, South Africa and Australia. Has migration worked for these countries?  How and why?  Why do these countries no longer want people?  Look at the questionsin Viewpoint p. 80 and discuss.  Look at the first quote, how true do they think this is? Why?

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students for different “social issues” they have in their country.  Make a list on the board.  Compare this with the list in Word Power A.  Add from this list to the one on the board.  Why do these problems occur?  Ask them to rank in order of importance for which should be solved first.  Are these social problems or problems created by the individual?

4. (20 mins) 
Books open

Look at the contradicting phrases in Language Bank 18.  Give examples of when these are used.  Ask students which ones they think are polite and which are more informal?  Read the statements from Word Power on Page 111 and use the phrases to contradict these.  Do the first one as an example and then ask the students to work in pairs and practise the other ones.

Using Language Bank 18 again, elicit examples from students of summarising phrases.  Ask students to work in pairs and use these to summarise how their governments deal with the problems they listed in 3 above. Monitor and provide support.  Put students into different pairs to discuss the questions in C on Page 80.  Give them a few minutes. Walk around and help as needed. Nominate a few pairs to share their argumentsand objections. What about the US and their 2 tier health system, (UK too) - does this work?  Is it right that you need to have money to be healthy?

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

Use the question in 3 – Speak Your Mind p. 80 as a short class discussion.  How could Big Business help these situations?  What makes people homeless?  What do they know about healthcare in other countries?  Should everyone have health insurance, would this solve the problems and how?

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Using the Use of Language – Word Forms on Page 111 ask students to complete the exercise.  Use the contents of this as a short discussion.  Is it right that immigrants send most of what they earn back out of the country?  Would it benefit the country more if they did not do this?

BREAK

7. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to imagine what life without a home would be like.  Where would they go?  How would they get money?  How would they eat?  What would they feel like?  What are the causes of homelessness; immigration, broken homes, price of houses, other?
8. (15 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 81 ask students to read the first article.  Elicit vocabulary which they may find difficult and then ask them to complete exercise A.  Check as a class.   Ask students to read the 2nd article and then complete exercise B.  Ask students to summarise in reported speech, one of the stories of the hidden homeless.  Allow about 5 minutes for this and then ask them to share their summary with the rest of the class.

9. (25 mins) 
Books open

Ask students for a quick vote of who thinks the positive aspects of immigration outweigh the negative?  This should give you a good split for 6 – Controversy on Page 82.  Read through the points with them then allow about 10-15 minutes for them to prepare ideas for their arguments.  Put them onto different sides of the room and ask for someone to be spokesperson for each side.  These two students will start the debate and maintain the momentum, also making sure that everyone gets a chance to voice their opinion. 

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

What is a shanty town?  In which countries are these found?  Has anyone every visited one?  Can they describe what they think life might be like?  Ask students to look at the picture on Page 82 under Listening and describe what they see.  Discuss the questions in A (students may ask the difference in meaning between these words). Read through the question in B and ask students to note down their answers.  Play the CD - who was right?  Read the questions in C and play again (have the questions answered).  Ask students to “speculate” an answer for D and write this down.  How much do their answers vary?  Discuss the question in E as a class.

11. (5 mins) 
Books open

Look at the Idioms on Page 111.  Elicit meanings to the words in italics before asking students to complete the exercise.

12. (25 mins) 
Books open

Look at the Social Studies in English on Page 83.  Read through the text as a class and then put students into pairs to prepare a presentation on the development of one of the cities, or a city in their country if they know enough of the facts.  They should conclude with why/why not they would live in this city.    They should use the new phrases learnt in LB18 and be ready to contradict the other pairs.  Have each pair present to another and one pair to present to the class, decide on this pair before they start.

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

Split the class into 5 groups and use the topics from 9 – Further Discussion. Each group chooses a point to discuss with the class.  Give some help; for a) do MPs have any real impact or control?  c) Why is Public Transport important (allows movement and breaks isolation in poorer communities). d) What effects does immigration have on the countries which have been left? 
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
