
Lesson guidelines



Tell the students this lesson is about shopping, their habits, those of different countries and the world.

1. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Put the question on the board “Are you a ‘good’ shopper?” Ask students what they think this means, give the meaning of the word good in this context.

2. (5 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to open their books at Page 8. Read the fact with them. To what do they think this is due? Change of shopping habits? Large supermarkets? Is it the same in their country?

3.  (10 mins) 
Books open

Still working on Page 8, look at the Preview section and do A and B, discuss with them which of these they have in their country? Aks them to complete exercise C and go over as a class.

4. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Create a scenario of someone who is going to work on a farm. He is dressed in a suit. Ask students how he “should” be dressed for this type of work – e.g. he should wear old clothes, he should have boots on etc. Explain where should is used: to give advice, or when something is the right thing to do.

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 8, go over the language examples here as a class and ask students their opinions of the statements made.

6. (20 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their workbooks at Page 50, Language: Should, Present Simple Passive, due to, because of. Start by going over the “should” examples and ask them to complete exercise A before moving to the “Passive” examples. Elicit examples from the students and give additional ones of your own before they complete exercise B. Go over the use of “due to and because”, again asking them for examples, they will find ‘because’ easier. Have exercise C completed and then check the answers as a class.

7.  (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 8 use the “ideas” section and read the statements to generate a short discussion on each of the points after asking questions A to C.

8. (20 mins) 
Books open

With their books open at Page 9, the rest of the hour will be spent on the reading text and exercises associated with it. Play the CD of the text one section at a time, then let them read and choose the correct shop. Do the same for the other 4. After each reading, question them as to their opinion of the messages in the texts. Ask them to complete exercises B to D, monitor and help. Go over the answers as a class.

9. (15 mins) 
Books open

With their books open at Page 9, use the “Talk about it” text. Put students into small groups to discuss the advantages and disadvantages. Point them to Language Bank 0 on Page 70. Use the short dialogue here as a class exercise before putting them into pairs to do B and then complete C as a group.

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

To introduce the listening on Page 10, ask them to identify the material the items in the photos are made from. Explain what kNOWtrash means before playing the CD. Go over B with them and play the CD again so they can complete the exercise. Read exercise C with them, play the CD again before letting them complete this.

11.  (5 mins) 
Books open

With their books open at Page 10, do a brief recap on Present Simple Passive and have exercise D completed, either working alone or in pairs.

12. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to look at the items listed on Page 10 under exercise E. Ask the questions and provoke discussion amongst them. Write the items on the board and ask what they think these could be realistically re-used for? Which of them could we do without completely?

13. (10 mins) 
Books closed 

Use the controversy subject on Page 10, with the role cards from Page 78 and put the students into pairs. Point them to the Language Bank 0 on Page 70. Listen, monitor and help.

14. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Introduce the idea of the global economy. Ask students which are large world economies? Which are growing fast? Is this a problem? Why? Which are developed and which developing? What is the difference?

15. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 11, Economics in English. Read the text with the students, then working either alone or in pairs ask them to complete exercises B and C. Check the answers as a class.

16. (10 mins) 
Books open

Base this on section 9, “Your Topic”, allowing students to work in pairs to prepare a short 1-2 minute speech on some product produced locally in their region of their country. What is it? What is it made of? Who buys it etc? Each pair will then do their speech to the class and be prepared for questions from you and other students.

In any remaining time, review the unit with emphasis on the new grammar and vocabulary. Use any exercises in the book or workbook section which have not been used.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
