
Lesson guidelines



Tell the students this lesson is all about the how? and where? of meeting people and making friends.

1.  (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to think of three close friends (they don’t need to reveal their names). Then ask them to make brief notes on the boyfriends/girlfriends of these friends, how long they have been going out, and where they met. As the class tells you about their friends, tabulate the results on the board. See if the students can see any link between the meeting place and length of relationship. 

2. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Now ask the students to work in pairs and draw up a list of other places they can meet new friends. Add these to the list on the board and ask the class to say which are the best and why? 

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 12. What do they think of the FACT about Japanese students – how does this compare with their own country? Ask students to look at the pictures and do PREVIEW exercises A and B. Invite the class to share any experiences they have had in any of these places.

4. (5 mins) 
Books open

Tell the class to think about and discuss in pairs the four words in PREVIEW exercise C. What do they think the difference is? Which lasts longest? Ask each group for an answer.

5. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the students to close their books and ask them what they know about finding friends online or through newspapers and magazines. How do they have to do this? Has anyone used it, or know anyone who has? How successful was the experience? What are the advantages and disadvantages of meeting people over the internet? Have they heard any horror stories? 

6. (20 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask the students to turn to the Language: should, ought to, could, you’d better section on Page 52 in their workbook. Go through the grammar notes with the class. As you finish each section, ask the students to give you further examples. If necessary, give prompts; I’m always losing my keys / My brother has smelly feet, etc. and get them to give advice using these (modal) verbs. Do all the exercise in pairs – A, B, C and D. Check their answers as you work through. 
BREAK
7. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their student books at Page 13. Look at the READING texts. Work through the exercise A, B, C and D as suggested. 

8. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class to form groups, ideally boys in one group and girls in the other. Ask each to write an online ad for an imaginary boy or girl – and give the person a name. You might want to start them off with things like: Looking for tall, beautiful girl with… After five minutes, ask them to exchange ads and see if they can find the perfect partner for themselves, or for their imaginary date.

9. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Tell student they are going to listen to someone asking for advice on a late-night phone-in. A girl says she is having problems finding the right man. Ask students to get into groups and try and agree on a list of characteristics of their Mr or Ms Right. Ask the students to share their thoughts with the class. Write agreed list on the board.

10. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 14 and look at the words and phrases. How many of these did they include in their own list? Which are physical characteristics? Are these more or less important than character? Play the conversation and ask them to listen out for the answers to questions B1 and B2. Play the conversation again and do exercise C with the class.

11. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask if anyone is looking for a new partner. If so, ask a couple to come to the front of the class. Take them to one side and tell them to be as difficult as possible – to reject suggestions of how to meet, but must give reasons. Tell the rest of the class to try and get them to agree to some of their suggestions. E.g. “To more people you could join a gym” – “No I hate exercise”.

12. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to look at the questions in exercise F. Divide the students into two groups and ask one group to prepare arguments for, and the other group arguments against each of the four options (e.g. living together before marriage or not, getting married early/late, etc.). Go round the class helping them with their arguments. Then take each question in turn and ask the groups to debate each question. 

BREAK
13. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their workbooks at Page 53 and work through exercises 2A, 2B, and check their answers.

14. (20 mins) 
Workbooks open

Do a brief recap on the unit so far and then ask them to do 3A or 3B. Let them choose. Encourage them to be imaginative and then ask them to read out their stories to the class. Get the class to vote for the most original. 

15. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students how important they think it is to ‘follow the crowd’. Do they consider themselves ‘conformist’ or ‘non-conformist’? Do they know anyone who is very independent in thought and deed? 

Then ask them to look at the reading text on Page 15: PSYCHOLOGY in English. Ask them to go throught he text and do exercises A and B. If you think the group is not up to doing this, do exercise 10 as a recap instead. 

In any remaining time, review the unit with emphasis on the new grammar and vocabulary. Use any exercises in the book or workbook section which have not been used.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
