
Lesson guidelines



Tell the students this lesson is about Fame and Fortune and the good and bad associated with this.

1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Write Fame and Fortune on the board.  Ask the class their understanding of these words.  Do they always go together? Can they name any poor famous people?  Any rich, not so famous people?  Name some dead famous people, were they rich? Who is the most famous person in the world?  Ask each student and also why?  Make a list on the board to see how much agreement there is. 

2. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 20. Read the fact.  Complete section 2 A and B.  Do A as a class discussion, adding questions on their opinions of these people.  Which of these people have or have had any direct impact on their lives? Why?  Do exercise B in groups and go round listening and checking their answers. 

3. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their Workbooks at Page 56 Language: May and Might. Do the grammar section, going over the differences between may and might (less possibility when using might).  Give an example and ask them for examples.  Do exercises A,B and C, going around giving help where required.  With exercise C, ask them about the plans they have written down.

4. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Discuss with the class the advantages and disadvantages of being famous, put these on the board.  Ask who would like to be famous and why?

5.  (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Before asking them to open their books at Page 21, the Reading Section So you want to be Famous, tell them they are going to listen to good/bad points of being famous.  Play each one, one at a time, asking the class if this is a plus or minus point.   Ensure the content is completely understood.

6. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open 
Now read each one and do exercises B and C.   Ask them to re-read the text before completing exercise D and then discuss the answers with the class.

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Conclude this session by putting the students into groups to discuss the questions in exercise 4 on Page 21.  Point out the Language Bank on Page 72.  Listen to their answers and ask additional questions to encourage them to talk more.

8. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Start a discussion on the different types of music and groups.  What do they like and why?  Do they listen to international bands more than bands from their own country? Why? Do any of them play/sing in a band Why? 

9. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 22.  Check their understanding of the words before asking them to complete exercise A.

10. (10 mins) 
Books open

Explain that there will now be a listening exercise and you will play a CD.   Once this has finished they will answer the questions in exercise B.  Ask what they think the answer could be.  Play the CD, did anyone guess correctly?  Play the CD again and complete exercise C.  Go over their answers with them.

11.  (15 mins) 
Books closed

Put students into pairs ready to complete exercise 6.  Have the role cards ready to use.  Check their understanding of “Publicity Interview”.  Give them about 10 minutes to prepare their questions and responses for an interview.   When ready have the class listen to each other and ask questions of each other. 

12. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Start a discussion about the media.  What different types are there?  (Newspapers, TV, Radio, Magazines, Internet, etc.)  Ask them how much they believe of what they read, why do/don’t they believe? How does what they read influence them and their opinions of people.

BREAK

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to open books at Page 23.  Read Section 8 Making News with them.  Complete exercises A-D as shown.  When completed discuss their answers as a group.  Read out the captions to share the ideas/humour.  For exercise C, make sure they understand the meaning of these phrases.

14. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their books at Page 57.  Before giving them exercises 4 A-C to complete, give them an example of each group e.g. Fortune, fortunate, fortunately, unfortunately etc.  Go through their answers and then complete exercises B and C, monitor and help.

15. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 23 and complete task 9 by putting students into groups of 4.  One pair to prepare statements about the media and what is bad and the other pair to challenge them.

In any remaining time, review the unit with emphasis on the new grammar and vocabulary.  Use any exercises in the book or workbook section which have not been used.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
