Lesson guidelines



Tell the students this lesson is about whether animals have feelings and the importance of these.

1. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class which animals they think are the most and least intelligent and write these on the board.  Generate a discussion, why do they think what they do?  Ask “the Big question”  Do Animals have Feelings?  Ask what they think and why? 

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Now ask the students to open their books at Page 24 and start with completing exercise C, listing the emotions on the board with their opposites.  Do exercise D 1 and 2 with the class, asking the questions and getting their different opinions.  Encourage them to ask you and each other the questions.  Put in pairs and have exercise D3 completed.  Monitor and discuss why with them. 

3. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their books at Page 58, Language: Relative Clauses and the definite article.  Explain what these are, giving examples before completing exercises A and B.  Go over the use of the Definite Article and how it is used before asking them to complete exercise C.

4. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class who has seen any of the animals mentioned so far in this lession, when and in what circumstances?  Ask them to work in pairs or groups of 4 and create a zoo or safari park.  Which animals would they have and how would they keep them?  Are these a good idea and why/why not?  Have ideas discussed with the class.

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to open their books at Page 25 for the Reading Material and read the 4 sentences in A.  Now play the reading CD and have them place the correct sentence.   Check for understanding of less obvious words.  Do the same with texts 2 and 3.  

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to work in pairs or groups and complete exercises B-D from the reading on Page 25.  Check their answers as a class, asking students what their answers are.

BREAK

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Use the “Talk about it” section 4 on Page 25.  Create an open discussion on topics A-C.  Give them time to express their feelings and encourage questions to you and others in the class.  Point them to Language Bank 8 on Page 73.

8. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask each student to prepare a short speech on their favourite animal and why. Have these “spoken” to the class in turn.

9. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Throw the question out of “Is it right to use Animals for Experiments?”. Write the question on the board.  Encourage them to think of questions and arguments both for and against.  Medicinal Research/Cosmetics Research – challenge their answers, what are the alternatives? Should we use humans for medical research?

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 26.  Explain this is a listening exercise.  First check understanding of the words in B.  Ask the questions in A and make sure they are clear of the meanings.  Go over the questions in section C and check all questions are understood. Play the CD and after the first listening, go over the questions again before playing  again – it’s  quite a long piece.  Complete exercises D and E. 

11. (20 mins) 
Books closed

Put the class into groups of 4.  Ones with opposing opinions will work best if you have opposing opinions in the class!  One group are animal rights activists and the others Medical Research students.    Give them 10 minutes to prepare arguments for their opinions and questions for the opposition.  E.g.  Animal Rights  could ask “why do you think it is OK to experiment for medical research?”  Medical Research Students “If your Mother had an illness with no cure, would you feel the same about experiments to find a cure?”  Once completed encourage debates between the groups, monitor and join in, getting them to ask you your opinion.

12. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask them to open books at Page 27, Ecology in English.  Take each of the highlighted words in the text and request definitions from the class, clarifying as needed.  Ask them to complete exercises A and B in pairs, before going over the answers with the class.

13. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 27 ask students to look at the questions in exercise 9.  Show them Language Bank 9 on Page 74 and how to use this to help form different sentences.  Have the sentences on Page 74 completed before they start their own discussions. 

14. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open workbooks at Page 59, Connections.  Do  question 4 A1 as a class – make a competition of it by saying you want a word for each and writing up each definition until they guess the word, then do 4 A2.  Make B2 another competition to be done in pairs, who makes the best guesses at the meaning of these is the winner.

In any remaining time, review the unit with emphasis on the new grammar and vocabulary.  Use any exercises in the book or workbook section which have not been used.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
