
Lesson guidelines



Tell the students this lesson is about memory and historical events.

1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Put the question on the board “How well do we remember things?”  Ask students for their earliest memories, what age were they? Is it a vivid memory?  Is it something they have been told and now “remember”?  How do they remember things – writing it down? Using pictures? Making connections?  Write the answers on the board.  Is one method used more than others?

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 28.  Complete exercise A and ensure students understand the differences in the meanings of the words.   Do exercise B in pairs, check answers then do exercise C as a group discussion. 

3. (10 mins) 
Books closed

You are going to introduce the grammar section of “Used to”.  Ask students to imaging the life of a famous person, what they have, who they are married to, where they live, what they do etc.  Write these on the board.  Now explain that this person has lost all his money and been arrested and is now in prison so no longer has all the things he “used to”.   Go through what he used to have e.g. “He used to own a big car, but now he doesn’t”.  Have each item on the list made into “used to”.

4. (20 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open the books at Page 60, Language: would and used to.  Go through the examples and explain the difference between “used to” and “would” (used to is more commonly used).   Complete exercises A and B.  Still working from Page 60 go over the grammar usage of had+ past participle, asking for and giving students examples.  Ask them to do exercise C and when complete go over the differences in the meanings of these with them.

5. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students what they know of American history.  What is their understanding of “slave”.  What do they know about the slave trade and the life of slaves? Where did the slaves come from?

6. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Using the section “Ideas” on Page 28, read each one to the class, one at a time.  Ask each question and elicit as many different answers as you can.  Put the answers on the board.

7. (15 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 29, go over the sentences in A and then play the reading text to the class, so they can complete exercise 3A.  Ask them to read the text again and answer the questions in section B.  Go over the answers as a class.   Use Task A on Page 61 of the workbooks as a recap of this section.

8.  (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students about their interest in history.  What era are they interested in?  Can they be sure that what they read is/was a fact?  How do they learn their history?  From school? From films? From books?  Do they believe it is all factually correct? Can they give an example of when it has not been?  Have a couple of examples ready to give yourself.

9. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open books at Page 30.  Working in pairs have them complete exercise A1-3.  Go over the answers with them as a class and discuss.

10. (15 mins) 
Books open

Books open at Page 30 for the listening exercise.  Read the questions in 5B with them and check they understand before playing the CD and asking them to complete exercise B.   Go over the answers before playing again and have them do exercises C and D.

11.  (20 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the students to work in pairs and prepare a talk about their early childhood and memories, which they will then tell other people about.  First some basic information about themselves, then what school was like followed by a couple of memories.  At least a couple of questions to ask other students (and you if they like).  Make this an exercise in using “used to” and “would” where possible.  Allow about 10 minutes to prepare this and then 5 to talk about, or longer if it is going well and everyone is participating.

12. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 31, History in English.  Ask question A of the class.  Read the text to them to check understanding of the words and then have them read this themselves ready to complete exercises B and C.

13. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Group the class into fours, 2 pairs in each group.  Give half the class the topic of “Being a Slave” and half “Being a Servant”.  In each group, pair A to describe what it was like and pair B to have questions.  Go round and monitor and help, especially in the use of grammar learnt in this session.  When prepared, have students move between groups asking their questions – listen and monitor.

14. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their books at Page 61, and ask them to complete exercise 4A.  Go over the answers as a class, making sure they understand the difference.  Put them in pairs to do exercise 4B and then go through the answers with them.

In any remaining time, review the unit with emphasis on the new grammar and vocabulary.  Use any exercises in the book or workbook section which have not been used.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
