
Lesson guidelines



Tell the students this lesson is about surveillance and how it affects our lives.
1. (20 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to think about surveillance cameras, is surveillance right or wrong? Do we need so much or not? Ask for a list of places where these can be found and put on the board.  Which of these places do they feel should have them and which not?  Why?  Which ones are not necessary?  Why?  Do they feel there are now too many ways other people can know what we are doing?

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask them to complete exercise 2A in the Preview section and then look at the words in 2B, make sure they understand the meanings by asking them to explain before you give an explanation.  Ask students their opinions of the statements in 2C and discuss their answers with them. 

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 32.  Look at the sentences under Language A.  Do this as a class.  Ask them to complete B in pairs and then go over the answers as class.

4. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their workbooks at Page 62, Language: Present and Past tense Passives.  Use examples to explain the differences and when we use these – do the sentences basically have the same meaning?  Ask them to complete exercises A and B before explaining how the negative is used, then have exercise C completed.  Go back to page 32 and complete exercise C in the language section.

5. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Write the 2nd and 3rd statements from Language B, Page 32 on the board.  Put the students in pairs and ask them to choose one of the statements to write a piece about, either their life before the answer phone, or what life was like for their grandparents without the television or aeroplane.  Monitor their use of the grammar learnt and give suggestions. Have them read their compositions to the class and allow time for them to compare their statements.

BREAK
6. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Before asking students to open their books, read the statements on Page 32 under “Ideas” and ask them questions A to C.  With books open at Page 33 for the Reading exercise, play the CD of the text once with class to ensure understanding.   Do exercise A as a group and then ask them to complete exercises B and C while you monitor and questions them.

7. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the students to think about their local pool?  What sort of security/lifeguard system does it have.  Now imagine they are a lifeguard and someone is saved by “technology watching them”.  Divide the class into two groups, half will be journalists interviewing the lifeguard and half the lifeguard who was on duty at the time a person was saved by “Poseidon”.   As the journalist they need questions on the incident.  As the lifeguard they need to be able to explain how the system worked to save a life. 

8. (20 mins) 
Books open

Tell student they are going to listen to a discussion about the use of ID tags.  Before doing the listening do exercise 5A on Page 34, ask what they think and put the main points on the board.  Go through the list of words in exercise 5B and make sure they understand the terms being used.  Play the CD, read through exercise C with them and then play the CD again before asking them to complete the exercise.  Go through D with them and provoke a discussion.  Finally play the CD again and have exercise E completed.  Discuss the content of this putting the arguments for and against on the board.

9. (15-20 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students for reasons they think ID tags are a good idea, what should they be used for and why?  What should they not be used for and why?  List on the board.  Ask the same for CCTV cameras.  Now use exercise 6 on Page 34, splitting them into groups.  Allow 8-10 minutes for them to prepare their arguments.  Once ready, have them go around and put their arguments to opposing students in the class, monitor and help with the English, keeping the momentum of the exercise.

10. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their workbooks at Page 63 and complete exercises 2 A and B to consolidate the vocabulary used so far.

BREAK

11. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Using the subject from Page 63 of surveillance cameras in schools, put the class into groups for and against this.  Ask them first who is for and against, that way you might get better arguments.  Before they start to prepare their arguments and questions for a discussion, ask them who would benefit – e.g. Teachers, Police, Parents, even students (bullying).  Ask them who would not benefit, students being watched all the time?   After about 15 minutes have them move around the class arguing with each other while you monitor and keep prompting the discussion. 

12. (10 mins) 
Workbooks closed/open

Ask the class for as many words as they can think of which in some way describe seeing.  List these on the board and then ask them to open their books at Page 63 and complete “Connections” exercises A and B.

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

Put the question on the board again.  With everything we have gone through and the arguments they have produced, do they still think the same as they did at the start of the unit?  Use the statements and questions in Section 10 on Page 35 to encourage discussion.

In any remaining time, review the unit with emphasis on the new grammar and vocabulary.  Use any exercises in the book or workbook section which have not been used.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
