
Lesson guidelines



Tell the students this lesson is about environmental issues and alternative ways of living.

1. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students which countries produce oil.  List these on the board (e.g. America, Russia, China, UK, Saudi Arabia, Brazil, Mexico etc).  Which produce the most? (Russia, Saudi Arabia and America), does this affect their place and influence in the world?   Now ask what oil is used for and list these uses on the board – you’ll find it is in almost everything to some extent.  (Petrol, shampoos, glues, plastics etc).  Ask which they could do without easily?  In what ways could we use less oil?

2. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Pick one or two of the uses for oil, e.g. Petrol and Plastic .  What alternatives are there?  Could we live without them completely?  Would this be easy?  How would we do it?  Should governments do more now in preparation for when we don’t have oil?

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 36.  Read the “Big Question” and write this on the board.  Read “the Fact”.  There are articles on the internet which state we will have run out of oil by 2030 – how will this affect them?  Have they ever thought about life without oil?  Do the exercises in Preview A and B  as a class.  Largest consumers are:  USA, China, Japan, Russia, India and Germany.

4. (10 mins) 
Books open

Using the language section on Page 36, introduce the grammar concepts of using the present tense in the future.  Do exercises A and B with the class.  

5. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their workbooks at Page 64, Language: when, unless, in case, 0 and 1st conditions.  Go through the examples for each having the relevant example completed before moving to the next one.

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to turn back to Page 36 of their books.  Look at the “ideas”.  Read these with the class.  Now ask them to discuss A-C in small groups, while you monitor and encourage.

BREAK

7.  (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Start with their books closed and play the reading CD once.  Ask them to open their books at Page 37 and read the sentences A to F.  Play the CD again while they listen and read to complete exercise A.  Check the answers as a class.

8.  (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 37, start the “Talk about it” session.  Point students to Language Bank 13 on Page 75 and then generate conversations around points A-D.  Monitor and encourage use of the language learnt so far in this unit.

9. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students what alternative forms of energy they are aware of, which can be used in a house?  List these on the board.

10. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 38 complete exercise A as a group.  Introduce the listening exercise.  Play the CD once, read exercise B with them and then play again.  Have exercise B completed before reading exercise C with them and playing the CD again.  Complete exercise C and go through the answers as a group.

11. (15 mins) 
Books open

Still working from Page 38 put the class into groups of 4 and ask them to prepare short points on D1-3.  After 10 minutes move people within groups to discuss their points.  Monitor and encourage the discussion.

12.  (15 mins) 
Books closed

Spend 5 minutes doing a recap on the grammar of this unit, (when, unless, in case and the conditionals).  Put students into pairs and ask them to design a house which has nothing in which uses oil.  They need to think of alternative energies and what it could be used for – e.g. cooking, heating etc.  Also, all products in the house must not contain or use oil, so what type of furniture, soaps, food etc.  

BREAK
13. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Continue the previous section and spend 5 minutes eliciting words and ideas for this and writing these on the board, then allow them 10-15 minutes to design the house.  Spend the last 5-10 minutes with them sharing their designs with the class – make this a competition with the pair with the best house, using least oil the winners.

14. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 65 and work in pairs to complete the “Connections” section.  Go over the answers as a group.

15. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Using the ideas in 3B on Page 65, put the students into pairs and ask them to prepare a piece on how life will be in 20 years time with no oil.  What effect will this have on their daily life – will there be an economic crisis?  Will there be wars? Or will we have thought of good and useful alternatives?  After 10 minutes, ask some students to share their ideas.

16. (5 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 39 and write the question in section 10 on the board again.  Spend the remaining time discussing the questions raised in 10 A-C. 

In any remaining time, review the unit with emphasis on the new grammar and vocabulary.  Use any exercises in the book or workbook section that have not been used.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
