
Lesson guidelines



Tell the students this lesson is about people, their values and opinions and how they relate to the world.

1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students if they think there are any activities which justify war?  What? Why?  Which wars in history do you think were started for the right reasons and which for power and/or politics?  Is it right to remain neutral in a World War?  Which countries are currently at war?  Why?  Could this be stopped easily?  Should they even have been started?  Get opinions and discuss the options with them.

2. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the students more, what starts a war (religion, economics, politics)? List these on the board.  Is terrorism on one country a war?  What about the right of a group to fight for what they believe in, is this war?  Would you die for a cause, which one, why?  Of the things which cause war, how easy would any be to resolve?

3.  (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open books at Page 44.  Put the students into small groups and ask them to work on Previews A and B.  Discuss the answers as a class.

4. (5 mins) 
Books open

Still with books open at Page 44, go over the language examples as a group, giving more examples and asking them for some. 

5. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their workbooks at Page 68, Language: Cohesive Words.  Give additional examples and ask the students questions to ensure they understand where these words are used.  Have exercise A completed before going over the 2nd set of examples and completing exercise C.

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to turn back to Page 44 of their books.  Using the “ideas” section read the statements and discuss the questions with the class.  For question C, ask for a vote and ask why they think what they do.

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

With their books open at Page 45.  Ask students if anyone knows anything about Mikhail Kalashnikov?  Where was he born?  What do they know about the Kalashnikov rifle?  Play the CD of the reading text and ask them the questions in B.

8. (15 mins) 
Books open

Continue the previous section by asking them to read the text again and answer question C, discuss the answers.  Do exercise D as a class.Use the “Talk about it” text on Page 45 to consolidate this section.  Put students into small groups and ask them to discuss these statements.  Listen, monitor and provoke more discussion.

9. (15 mins) 
Books open

Using Language Bank 17 on Page 77 have each of the sentences, have these completed with the correct cohesive word.  Put the students into small groups to discuss 1,2 and 6.  Listen, monitor and help.

10. (10 mins) 
Workooks open

Ask students open their books at Page 69 and to complete exercises 2A and B.  Go over the answers with them and explain any new words e.g. “slogans”.

11. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to then turn to Page 46 and go to questions A1 and A2 followed by B1, eliciting the meanings of the words before letting them either look them up or you explaining them.

12. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to open their books at Page 46.  They are going to hear a radio programme.  From the words they have been working with can they guess what it will be about?  Play the CD once, then read the questions in D with them before playing the CD again.  Ask them to answer the questions and then go over these as a class.

13.  (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students to open their workbooks at Page 69.  Tell them they are going to write a short piece on one  of the subjects listed under “Writing”.  They will then read this piece to the class who will question what they have written.  Let them choose which subject they want to write about from the 3 listed.  Allow 10 minutes and then have these read aloud.

14. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students what they know about the 4 items listed on Page 47, A1 to 4.  Share any knowledge you have and put answers on the board.  Ask students to read the piece on Peace Studies in English, and then complete exercise B.  Using exercise C start a discussion. 

15. (10 mins) 
Books open

Conclude this unit by writing the question “Can we Stop Wars?” on the board.  Ask the class the questions under the section heading and encourage them to express and explain their opinions.

In any remaining time, review the unit with emphasis on the new grammar and vocabulary.  Use any exercises in the book or workbook section which have not been used.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
