
Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask student what is their most important possession? Is there a common item (e.g. Mobile Phone)? Do they really need this? If they had less money what would they do without first? Of the things they have, what do they really need (food, clothes, shoes etc)? Are there any food items in their lifestyle they think are a waste of money/resources? Which? (Bottled Water, McDonalds).

2. (5 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 8 read the Fact. Do they think this is right? If not, what can be done about it? Will it always be like this?
3. (15 mins) 
Books open

Still working from Page 8 ask students to work in pairs to complete exercises 2A and 2B. Go over their answers as a class and then work as a class to complete 2C. Working alone, have then all do D before putting the order on the board – results might be interesting. Finally discuss D, 2 and 3 as a class.

4. (20 mins) 
Books open

Start with the Language section on Page 8. Give examples of what you “wish for” and something you “hope”. Elicit a few examples from the class. Write on the board where the verb tenses are relevant and underline these to demonstrate the different uses. Now ask students to open their workbooks at Page 48 and go through the examples here. Have exercises A to C completed as you go through the examples and correct each as a class.

5. (5 mins) 
Books open

To introduce the reading text, use the Ideas on Page 8. Read the 2 sentences and ask the students what they think of the questions in A and B.

6. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Spend a few minutes asking students about the quality of life in the country and the city – write up any “keywords” which might appear in the text. Ask for a few advantages and disadvantages of living in each place; put any “keywords” from this on the board as well. 

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Play the CD while students read the text on Page 9. Let them read again, or have some read aloud as you check all words are understood. Complete exercises A and B, check as a class.

BREAK

8. (10 mins) 
Books open

Go over the reading on Page 9 again and complete the 2nd part, exercises C and D.
9. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 9 split the class into 3 groups and then into pairs. Each group to discuss one of the points from 4 - Talk about It. Point them to Language Bank 18 on Page 70 for some phrases to practise using. Spend the last few minutes asking each group to tell the other groups what they think and/or wish for.

10. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask what they understand by the words rubbish and garbage. You may have to explain the words. What kind of things do they throw away? Could these things be used for by someone else? What for? Is there a better system than just throwing everything we don’t want away? Ask students what the word ”economy” means? What do they think the phrase garbage economy means? 

11. (20 mins) 
Books open

Now ask students to look at the photo on Page 10 and describe what they see. Can they make the connection with “Garbage Economy”? Before playing the listening CD ask students to complete B on Page 10 and then go over as a class to ensure they all understand the phrases. Looking at each phrase in turn, ask the class how they think this fits with “Garbage Economy”. Now ask students to read the questions in D. Play the CD at least twice to allow them to get the full meaning. Have the questions in D answered in pairs and then go over as a class. Put students into small groups and ask them to discuss E. You will have to help and encourage to maintain the conversation.

12. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Put the question from 6 - Controversy on Page 10 on the board. Ask students to define “poverty”. How can it be helped? Money? Education? Should poor people learn to help themselves more? Is pumping aid into poor countries the real solution?
13. (15 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 11 ask students to read the piece on Social Studies. Check for understanding of terms used and then complete exercises A and B as a class. Do they generally agree on what is important and what is not?

BREAK 

14. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Look at the section Connections on Page 49 and ask students to complete exercises A to C. Go around and correct as students finish. Allow them to work in pairs if they prefer.

15. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Using the two topics under 3 - Writing on Page 49 ask students to work in small groups to prepare a presentation on one or the other. Use the last 5 minutes for them to present their points of view. 
16. (5 mins) 
Books open

Using the points in 9 Conversation on Page 11, have a short discussion with the class on each one.

17. (10 mins) 
Books open

Finish the lesson by looking at the points in 10 – How Much is Enough?. Some students will have strong opinions on this – play to this to make a lively discussion.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
