
Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

What “traditions” involving animals can the class think of for various countries. Write Tradition and Country as lists on the board. E.g. Bullfighting – Spain, Baby seal Culling – Canada, Whale Hunting – Norway etc. Is what they do really necessary for the survival of the people in these countries? Did other countries used to do these things? Have they stopped/changed? What should be done?
2. (10 mins) 
Books closed 

Ask students, why do people kill animals, make a list of reasons. Which animals are the most popular to hunt? Is killing wild animals any worse than killing “farmed” animals? Why/Why not?

3. (5 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 20, write the “Big Question” on the board. Read the fact and ask students to describe what is happening in each of the photos. 
4. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books still open at Page 20 ask if the list of animals in 2A2 are hunted for sport, food or both? Do exercises 2B and 2C as a class, making sure all students have a chance to contribute. 
5. (15 mins) 
Books open

Working first with the Language on page 20 ask students to read the sentences and then discuss what type of “speech” this is. Now turn to Page 54 of the Workbooks and give further examples of “Reported Speech” and have students practice before completing exercises A and B. 

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the sentences under Ideas on Page 20. Ask students to read these and then discuss the three questions with them.

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the photo on Page 21 and ask students to describe what they see. Look at the words in bold, and elicit the meanings. Play the CD as the students read. Ask them to read again then give answers to C. Go over as a class.

BREAK 

8. (10 mins) 
Books open

Play and read the 2nd piece of text. Ask them to complete D and go through it with the class. Go back to B and ask students what they think the pieces of text are? Go through the 2nd piece of text again and ask students to underline each piece of “reported” speech. Is a hunting trip like this something you would like to do? Why do you think countries offer them?

9. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students if they have ever lived in or been on holiday to a remote place. If not, can they try and imagine what life on a remote peninsula (explain the word) would be like. How do people live? What do they eat? How do they get their food? What jobs can they do? What brings money or people into their lives? List key words on the board. 
10. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to describe the photos on Page 22 and give you an idea of what words they expect to hear. Do they think they will hear about all or just some of the options in A. Play the CD once, what was the text about? Allow students time to read the questions in B and play again. Do the same for C. Now they have heard the text, does this better explain what is being shown in the photos? Discuss with the students how life from the listening compares with their thoughts from 9, as listed on the board. Could they live like this?

11. (15 mins) 
Books open

Split the class into 3 groups as per Controversy on Page 22. Allow about 5-8 minutes preparation time for arguments for their opinions. Use the Call of the Wild Role Cards on Pages 75-76 as a useful tool for ideas. Now get the students to mingle and argue with each other. Go around and stimulate the discussions.

12.  (10 mins) 
Books closed

Keep the students in teams and do a short Quiz with them about various “Tradition” animal related sports in different countries. Have a prize for the winning team: a) Which country started Bull Fighting? (Spain) b) In which country do they eat Shark Fin Soup? (Japan) c) Which country uses Rhino horns as an aphrodisiac? (China) d) In which country is racing pigeons a traditional pastime? (England) e) In which country do they play Elephant Polo. (India) f) In which country was Fox Hunting recently banned? (England) g) In which country are Rodeos very popular? (America) h) In which country is Wild Pig Hunting very popular? (New Zealand) i) What animal is the symbol of the World Wildlife Fund? (Giant Panda).

13. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Work from Page 55 and ask students to complete exercises A and B from the Use of English section. Correct as a class.

BREAK 

14. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

“The Right to Bear Arms”. Ask if they know what this means, if not explain. Ask for their opinion. Is it allowed in their country? Is it a good thing? Why/Why not? Should all police carry guns at all times? Why/why not? Now ask students to read the text on Constitutional Law on Page 23. Complete exercises A and B then discuss the 2nd point in A with the class.

15. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

With books open at Page 55 ask students to complete the Connections section. Go over together after about 8 minutes.

16.  (15 mins)
Books closed 

Split into pairs. Ask them to prepare a “Speech” to give to a conference about illegal hunting in Africa. First elicit words and knowledge they will need. Now ask them to prepare their speech. They need to have “interviewed” people on the hunts and people who run the hunts and “report” back, using reported speech what was said to them. Allow about 8-10 minutes to prepare and then have each pair present to the class.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
