
Lesson guidelines



1. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Write the word “Fantasy” on the board. What does it mean? Elicit explanations and discuss. What is the difference between a “Dream” and a “Nightmare”?

2. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask who has read Harry Potter. Which books? Have they read and seen the films? Which was the best, encourage discussion. What other Fantasy novels/films are very well known? (Lord of the Rings). In how many countries do they think the Harry Potter books are sold – prize for the closest. Reveal the fact on Page 26.

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the Preview section on Page 26. Go through exercises A and C as a class, then ask them to complete D, either working alone or in pairs. Have the descriptions read to the class. 

4. (15 mins) 
Workbooks closed/open

Introduce the concept of “Passives with Model Verbs”. Give a couple of examples and elicit some more from the students. Working from Page 58, ask students to complete exercises A to C. Correct these as a class.

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the sentences under Ideas on Page 26. Have each one read out, clarify the meaning/content and then ask the class the question in B. Why/Why not?

6. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to work alone or in pairs and write an opening sentence which they think would make someone want to read their book. Tell them these will be read to the class and a vote taken on how many people would want to read their book. Give them 5 minutes to do this before having the sentences read out.

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 27, read the “Book Review” and check the vocabulary then play the reading CD once while the class listen. Read the text through again and make sure all the words in the text are understood, before asking them to answer the questions in A. Does this type of writing appeal to them? Why?

8. (10 mins) 
Books open

Continue with the reading passage, have students complete exercises B and C. Ask if they can see any similarities with the Harry Potter novels, or any other fantasy book they have read?

9. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Working from Page 59, ask students to complete exercises A and B under Use of English. Correct as a class.

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

Working from Page 28 ask students to look at the two photos and describe what they see. What type of film do they think the photos are from? Complete exercises B and C and go over as a class. Before starting the listening make a “Bingo” game of it by asking students to write down words they think they will hear, they should already have guessed what the topic is likely to be. Play the CD once and as they hear the words (10 each) the one with most crossed off is the winner. Now ask them to read the questions in D and play again, then do the same for E. Check as a class.

11. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Ask students if they know what the meaning of the word “Onomatopoeic”? If not, explain and then ask for words as examples e.g. Buzz, Bang, Whiz etc. Ask them to complete exercise B on Page 59. Correct as a class and elicit more examples if you can.

12. (20 mins) 
Books closed/open

Elicit from the class all the various types of movies they can think of. Write these on the board. Now look at 7 - Portfolio Writing, then working either alone or in pairs ask students to write a film review. Make it clear the review can be either positive or negative or one which gives no real opinion. Tell them to use the “Passive Voice”. The reviews then to be read to the class. See which of the “Movies” most of the class want to go and see based on the review.

BREAK 

13. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask the class how much of “Fantasy” is based on real life in some way? What percentage of fiction books are based on fact or real people? Can they think of anyone who lives/lived in a fantasy type world? (Michael Jackson). Ask what they know about Frankenstein? Who created him? Ask the class to read the passage on Page 29 and then read again, explaining any unknown words. It’s a good passage to provoke further discussion on how experiences/ideas become books/movies. Complete the questions in exercise 8B.

14. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask the class for names of books they think would make good films – any type, not just horror or fantasy. Why? Does one book come out as the most popular? Now turn to Language Bank 23 on Page 71. Have the examples read out and the exercise completed. Now using 9 – Conversation on Page 29, give students 5 minutes to complete B. Have the ideas read to the class.

15. (10 mins) 
Books open

Finish the unit by asking the 3 questions in 10 - Your Answer. Is Fantasy a popular type of film/book with the class. Referring to the list you created in 12 above, ask each student what their preferred genre is? Is fantasy the most popular? If not what is?

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
