
Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class if it is better to make a lot of money or be happy in the work you do? Discuss their opinions. Write the word “Ambition” on the board – what do they understand this to mean? Does it always involve money? Ask what their ambitions are? Would they like to make a million? What would they spend it on?

2. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Elicit different professions from the class and write the list on the board. You could make a “Quiz” of this by asking “What do you call someone who treats the sick?” etc. Of the list you have, which do they think will make a lot of money? Which do they think are the most trusted? Which are of most value to society and why? What do they think is the easiest (legal) way to make money? Open books at Page 30 and reveal the fact. Are they surprised by this?

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class to describe the photos on Page 30 and then complete exercises B - D. Discuss the points in these exercises as a class. 
4. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Give examples of Verbs +ing, relating to jobs and doing things. Elicit examples from the class. Working from Page 60 do the examples with them before asking them to complete exercises A and B. Correct as a class. If time, or if faster students finish early, complete exercise C as well.

5. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Talk about full- and part-time work. Ask what sort of jobs are available part-time in their country? Do any of them do part-time work? If yes, what, how often and why?

6. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask for information about ideas which and people who have made a lot of money? Were they young when they did this? Bill Gates, Richard Branson – what sort of businesses did they start? Facebook, Friends Reunited – what are these? Were the people who started these businesses young? Discuss what attributes they think are required to make a lot of money or to make a good idea progress, (determination, ambition, etc.). List these on the board.

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 31, ask students to read the five sentences in 3A and be sure they are clear of the meanings. Next play the CD of the reading while they read. Finally, let them read the text and fit the paragraphs into the correct slots of 1-4. Ask the class which they have chosen for which slot.

8. (10 mins) 
Books open

Continuing with the reading on Page 31 ask students to complete exercises C-E, correct as a class. Discuss the ethics of what this site is promoting; professional checking of student’s work? Who in the class believes they could think of and create a successful business idea?

9. (10 mins) 
Books open

Write the job title “Project Engineers for Hospital in India” on the board. First make sure students understand what this means! (Job titles are often not very descriptive of the actual work). What sort of person would do this work? Ask them to think about the two questions in A on Page 32. List their responses?

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

This is a good listening/questioning piece with a lot of new words in it, so take it a step at a time. First do the questions in B on Page 32. Now ask them to think of the sorts of questions that might be asked for the role in this listening. List some of these on the board. Play the CD once, to see if any of the questions you have listed come up. Ask students to read C and then play again (twice if requested). Look at the questions in D. What do the class think – play the CD again if they feel it will help them form opinions. 

11. (10 mins) 
Books open

Tell them the next two sections will be about applying for jobs. What jobs would they like to do – list a few options on the board. Now using 7 – Portfolio Writing on Page 32 as an example, ask each student to write a letter of application in response to a job advert. Go around and help and correct.

12. (20 mins) 
Books open/closed

This is a good section for practice in asking and answering questions. Using 6 Controversy on Page 32 as a guide, split the class into groups of 4. Ask two in each group to write a job advert (based on the list you have of jobs from 11) and two to be candidates applying for the job. They need to try and find out information about the company, by having questions ready to ask the interviewer, etc. The two “interviewers” need to have questions to ask the “candidates”. Allow 10-12 minutes for the preparation stage. Use the remaining time to “conduct” the interviews. You should make this quite a lively session. Use the Role Play Cards on Pages 76-77 to generate ideas and phrases.

BREAK 

13. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Using the section Connections on Page 61 ask students to complete exercises A to C. Correct as a class and discuss any problems.

14. (15 mins) 
Books open

From Page 33 take the Business in English section. What other service and manufacturing industries are there? Ask students to look at the graph – do they know how to read this? Explain and then ask them to complete C. Finally ask students to read the text, out loud to check for understanding and then to themselves to answer the questions in D. Correct as a class.

15. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Students are to prepare a presentation of at least 5 points on “Do Professional Sports People get paid too much for doing too little”. They can present either for or against and can work in pairs if required. The presentation should be quite professional with a list of points to give. Students will then present to each other and ask questions about the points. Allow 8-10 minutes to prepare this.

16. (10 mins) 
Books open

To finish the unit use 10 - Your Answer on Page 33 and discuss the questions as a class – give your opinion as well to keep the discussion flowing.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
