
Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask the students why they think people in different countries are happier than others?  What makes people take drugs?  Do some countries have a higher rate of drug users than others?  Do students think there is a link between drugs andlifestyle?  Reveal the fact on Page 34.  Ask students why they think this is so?

2. (10 mins) 
Books closed 

Write on the board “Crime and Punishment”.  What crimes deserve what punishment? Is an “eye for an eye” the right way to go?  Death Penalty, is it right? Ask students justify their answers.  Talk about prisons.  What do they think they are like in different countries?  Give or elicit some examples from different countries.  What about their country?  Do they think people should be given TV, education, books, be taught a skill, etc. while in prison?  Why/Why not?

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the Preview section on Page 34.  Ask students to complete exercises A to C.  Correct as a class.  From the list in B, are all these “drugs” addictive?  (Yes to an extent).  What problems do they cause to people’s health and to society? 

4. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Introduce the “Third Conditional” by giving one example and eliciting some more from the students.  Ask the questions in the Language section on Page 34 before turning to Page 62 to go through the examples here.  Ask students to complete exercises A and B.  Correct as a class before going through the examples for exercises C and D.  Have these completed and correct as a class.

5. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Discuss with the class what they know about the laws of different countries on drug smuggling.  Is it big business?  Do all people make a lot of money?  What punishment do they think is fit for someone who smuggles and/or sells drugs?  Should it depend on the type of drug?

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to read as you play the CD for the reading on Page 35.  Read again and then do exercises A and B as a class.  Now ask students to complete exercises C and D on their own.  Which policy do they agree with and why?

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students if they have any regrets?  Things they “wish” they had done?  Give some examples of your own and elicit more.   Finish this section using B from 4 - Talk about it on Page 35.  Point them to Language Bank 25 on Page 72 for phrases to use.  Monitor and help the discussions.

BREAK 

8. (5 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to turn to Page 63 and work through the Use of English section. Correct as a class, explaining any words they don’t know. 

9. (5 mins) 
Books open

Write “Three Strikes and You’re Out” on the board.  Where does the phrase come from.  (Baseball).  How often do you hear it used today?  In what circumstances?  Any idea in which country it relates to the law?

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

Do the listening on Page 36 in sections, a lot of new language to learn.  First read the 3 facts in A. Allow them to read the definitions in B and then play the CD.  Go through the definitions with them and point out where in the listening these were explained.  Read the “Opinions” in C and play the CD again while students tick the correct person, go over with them.  Ask for 2 volunteers then split the class into two groups.  Have the two volunteers conduct the survey in D and report their findings to the class.

11.  (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Use the Connections section on Page 63 to consolidate the vocabulary so far.  Correct as a class.

12. (10 mins) 
Books open

Using the idea in 7 - Portfolio Writing on Page 36, ask students to write a diary for the day they are released from prison after 10 years.  They will have to imagine how things might have changed.  Read the “Diary of a life prisoner” first.  Ask students to read their pieces to the class.

13. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Discuss the Bill of Human Rights with the class.  What does it mean to them?  Why was it written? Can they think of any recent cases tat have abused it?  Can they think of any cases where it has been used as a test case that has then caused problems?  Are there minority groups who abuse it for their own advantage?  List any they can think of.

14. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 37 ask students to read the first 5 points of the Human Rights Declaration.  Ask students to answer the questions in B and C.  Who helped to write the Declaration? 

BREAK

15. (15 mins) 
Books open

See the note on the Introduction page of this booklet for Interactive Tasks.  Using the Interactive Task on page 37 put the students into pairs to debate the point.  First go to Language Bank 26 on Page 72. Go over the phrases with them and complete the practice ones.  Go round the pairs and make sure that student B keeps the discussion going.  Encourage stuent A to be as interested as possible.

16. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to imagine they have recently come out of drug rehabilitation.  You want them to say how their life was before they started taking drugs.  Why did they do it?  What they lost by doing this?  They should use the Third Conditional and “wish” in the past tense as much as they can in their answers.  Allow about 10 minutes to prepare.  Have each group/pair present to others.

17. (10 mins) 
Books open

Use 10 - Your Answer on Page 37 to create a discussion.  Look at each statement and comment in turn and get a consensus of opinion from the class.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
