Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Write “Adventure Sports” on the board. Elicit as many as you can. Ask students for names of famous people who do these sports. Which of these sports would any of them like to do and why?

2. (5 mins) 
Books open

Put the words from Preview A on Page 38 on the board and ask the class for the meanings of these. As a class do 1-3 in A, then complete exercise B.

3. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask students to imagine they are going on a 2 day walking tour in the mountains. What “should” they take with them. Put the heading “Should Take” on the board and add the list underneath. Now look at the Language on Page 38. Read the sentences and ask the questions in A and B.

4. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

With books open at Page 64 work through the examples and exercises for should and could. Correct each set as they complete it.

5. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Split the class into 2, by asking who would prefer a beach holiday and who a skiing one. You need an even number really. In each half, ask them to work in small groups to put together points of what they should take and do to prepare for a 4-day expedition to a cold area (skiing group) or the desert (beach group). Give them 5 minutes to think and note down their ideas. Ask each group, and see if others in different groups have other ideas of what “should” be done. List the important items on the board.
6. (20 mins) 
Books open

From the reading text on Page 39, read the title and first 2 paragraphs with the students. Give them a few minutes to create their own summary then check these. Now ask for the meanings of the phrases in B and do the exercise. Play the CD while the students read the text in full. Read again with the students to ensure all language is understood. Ask students to pick out the “could” and “should” instances in the text and explain these to you before they complete exercise C. Check their answers.

BREAK

7. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask students about any real life survival stories they know of. If none are given, use the reading text as reference. Turn to the Language Bank 27 on Page 73 and practise the phrases. Ask students to complete the two exercises. Now go back to Page 39 and look at exercises 4A and 4B - Talk About It. In pairs complete A, then discuss B as a class.

8. (20 mins) 
Books closed/open

Working with the listening text on Page 40, first ask students if anyone has visited Edinburgh? Where is it? What sort of climate does it have? Before doing the listening look at each of the points in A and ask students what they think might have happened, making a note of their thoughts. Play the CD once to see what did happen, who was right in their predictions? Play again once or twice and complete exercise B. Use the question in C to start a discussion.

9. (15 mins) 
Books open

Put students into groups of 3 and discuss the Controversy on Page 41. First take all the “sailors” aside and explain their role. Do the same with the “Captains” and “Journalists”. Put them back into their groups. After about 5-8 minutes the “journalists” to explain to the class what happened to “their” sailor. Use the Role Play Cards on Pages 77-78 to help with the language.

10. (10 mins) 
Books open

Working either alone or in pairs, ask students to use the idea of an article in exercise 3 for a magazine on Page 65 to prepare a short presentation to give either to the class or other pairs. Allow about 5 minutes preparation time.

11.  (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Write “Remote Societies” on the board. Ask students for examples of societies which live in extreme conditions e.g. Eskimos, Bedouins. How do they think they survive? What do they eat? How do they cook? Now turn to Page 41 read the text about “Physical Geography”. Check all words and ideas are understood before answering the questions in A as a class. Use option B as a class discussion.

BREAK 

12. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to turn to the Use of English section on Page 65 and complete the exercises here. Monitor and check as they work.

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

Complete the Interactive Task on Page 41. For practice, don’t choose a point, but have each point “debated” in pairs for about 4 minutes. Swap the pairs around for each point. Monitor their use of “should and could” while doing this.

14. (5 mins) 
Books open

To consolidate the language used so far, complete the Connections section on Page 65. Correct as a class.

15. (10 mins) 
Books open

Finish the section by looking at 10 - Your Answer. Discuss as a class or in small groups. Again, encourage the use of “should and could”.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
