Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Write the word “Supernatural” on the board. Ask what it means. How many students believe in it? Has anyone had an experience that was “out of the ordinary”? Do they want to share it? Do they believe that other worlds exist? What does UFO stand for? 
2. (5mins) 
Books open

Open books to Page 42 and reveal the Fact. Do people in their country generally believe in UFOs? Now look at the photos in Preview. Ask them what they think these are? Go over the options in A if these have not been suggested.

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the words in B on Page 42 and ask students to define these. What is a comet, the universe, a planet etc? Have exercises B and C completed. 
4. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask students why we use could, might and must. See what they already know about the use of these words. (They will know must as an obligation). Look at the Language Section on Page 42. Ask students to read each sentence one at a time. Ask each time if it is an “A-E” from the list below.

5. (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

Using the explanation exercises on Page 66, explain the different uses and have exercises A to C completed. Correct as a class.

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the ideas on Page 42 working as a class to check understanding, ask the questions A to C. As something a bit different, ask them to draw their idea of an alien and then describe “it” to the class. 
7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at the reading text on Page 43. Play the CD while the class read the text. Go through a second time as a class and check for understanding of the words and terms used. Elicit explanations from the class.

8. (10 mins) 
Books open

Complete exercise 3A on Page 43 of the reading text as a class. Ask them to complete 3B and 3C and talk through the answers. Do exercise 3D as a class. 
9. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Put in pairs and ask them to name the planets (9 of them, shown on Page 45), they will most likely forget “Earth”!. Give them 2 minutes. Pair with the most correct (with English names) is the winners. What attributes do these planets have that we know of – hot, cold, wet, dry. Do they think any could support a form of life? Why do we think that earth it is the only one that can support life as we live it?

10. (10 mins) 
Books open

Before starting the listening on Page 44, ask students to look at the points in 5A. What do they think the text is going to be about? Play the CD once and check their answers to A. Read the questions in 5C and play the CD again to find the answers. Ask the students the same questions to find their opinions. 
11. (15 mins) 
Books open

Take the points in D on Page 44 and tell students to work in small groups to prepare arguments for these points. One person from each group to present their conclusion to the class and explain why.

12. (5 mins) 
Books open

To consolidate the work so far, ask students to complete the exercises under Use of English on Page 67. When complete, go over as a class. 

13. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students for a list of films that involve “Things from out of Space”. Which of the many films you choose to put on the board, do they think are the most realistic? Why? What was the content? Do they think films like this and fiction books influence people and what they believe?

14. (10 mins) 
Books open

Look at Astronomy in English on Page 45. Read as a class. Check/elicit meanings of the words in bold. Ask the class the questions 2-4 in A. 
BREAK

15. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

To consolidate the vocabulary used so far, use the Connections on Page 67 of the workbooks. Check as a class.

16.  (15 mins) 
Books open

Either working alone or in pairs, use the writing text on Page 67 ask students to prepare a brief presentation with about 5 points on seeing a UFO. The points on Page 67 can be used to start them off. Give them about 6-8 minutes to prepare their points then ask each student to speak about their “experience”.

17. (10 mins) 
Books open

Using 9 - Your Topic on Page 45 have students work in pairs. Go around and see what topic each pair has chosen, then give them about 5 minutes to put points and questions together. Use the next 5 minutes for them to either present to the class or to each other.

18. (10 mins) 
Books open

Spent the last 10 minutes of the lesson discussing the points in 10 - Your Answer as a class. Make sure they practise the language and grammar learnt during the lesson for expressing ideas and possibilities. Language Bank 28 on Page 73 can be used for idea.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
