
Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Write on the board “Inventions which have changed the world”.  Brainstorm a list of about 5-8 things.  Make them think historically (the first cars, electricity) as well as current things.  Were all the changes for the better?  Could we live without them?  How would life change if we had to?

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

If they are not already on your list, add the 3 items from Page 12.  Put the class into pairs and complete “Focus On – Words Part 2”.  Give them about 8 minutes to work on this and then have each pair explain their choice to the class.

3. (15 mins) 
Books open

Think about all modern inventions that rely on electricity.  Elicit a list of things they use in daily life: e.g.  TV, DVD Player, Laptop, Fridge etc.   With books open at Page 12 look at Words B.  Ask the class the options in 1 and then complete part 2.  Check as a class.  Put the words from C on the board and ask for meanings.  Now give them 3 minutes to complete D, working in pairs.  First pair to finish with correct answers gets a prize.  Go over the answers as a class.  

4. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask for ideas on what inventions they predict?  What does the future hold?  What will be invented? What do they think will change the world?  Discuss as a class the Ideas on Page 12, do they agree? Why? Why not?

5.  (15 mins) 
Books closed

Get the class to name some famous robots (from books, films or TV series), have them describe what these robots could do, of the ones mentioned which is the “oldest”?  How did the robots progress to the “latest model” – what changed?  If they could invent a robot, what would it do?  Put the class into groups of four to note down about 5 things their robot will do.  Allow about 5 minutes, then share ideas with the class.

6.  (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 13 have the class read the passage while playing the CD.  Then ask students to read sections aloud and explain any unknown words.  Complete the questions in B as a class.  Look at the text and ask them for the uses of “will” (there are 5).  To finish this section read the statement in C.  Ask the class if they think a “thinking, feeling robot” is a dream or a nightmare.  Try to get a response from each student with reasons why.

BREAK

7. (10 mins)
Books closed

Give an example of what you think will happen in the future e.g.  “In ten years time I think every house in England will have internet access”.  Write on the board and underline the time frame and will.  Ask students for examples.  With some of their ideas ask why they think it will happen, explain they are making a “prediction”.  

8. (10 mins) 
Workbooks  open

Working from Page 44, go over the examples in section 1, teach the negatives and contractions.  Ask the class to complete exercises A to C, allowing them to work in pairs.  Correct as a class.  With exercise C have some of them read out their predictions and discuss. 

9. (10 mins) 
Books closed 

Ask students to work in pairs and make a list of all the electrical appliances they have in their houses.  Ask to have these read out, put on board (some will be the same as your list from 3 above).  What is the most common?  Elicit and give technical terms relating to these items, USB, Wireless (for computer), you’ll find they know quite a lot.  Ask who in their homes uses the different things the most?  What problems do they have with them? 

10. (5 mins) 
Workbooks open 

Ask students to complete the vocabulary exercises 2A-D on Page 45.  

11. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to identify the items on Page 14.  What of the problems discussed could relate to these items?  Now explain they are going to do a listening exercise but first read the students the text in C, make sure they understand the words and ask what they think is being discussed? Play the CD once, were they right?  Put the questions from B on the board and read through the questions in C again.  Play the CD again (maybe twice) so they can find the answer to B and complete C.  Correct as a class.  Do they agree with these opinions? 

12.  (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Talk to the class about giving instructions, give simple examples:  “Open the window”, “Switch/turn on the light”, Put the chair over there”.   Use Language Bank 16 on Page 60 to show them the other types of instructions we use.  Have the exercises completed.  Give them a few minutes to work in pairs and practice giving instructions by telling their partner how to use an “appliance”. 

13. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

First, using Language Bank 17 on Page 61 have the exercises completed.  Put into pairs to prepare short topic points on either of the points in B - Conversation on Page 14. Go around and discuss their points with them.

BREAK 

14. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Working from Page 45, consolidate the language so far, by asking students to complete the Vocabulary section.  Check as a class.

15. (15 mins) 
Books open

Before going to 7 - Your Topic on Page 14, start a discussion with the class on inventions: e.g. the mobile phone, how this has changed the world, how does it work etc.  Allow them to work in pairs or groups of 4 depending on their level of language to make notes on an invention.   After about 8-10 minutes have each group talk to the class and answer questions about their invention.  You may need to instigate some of the questions.

16. (10 mins) 
Books open

From Page 15 – Information Technology, read the passage to the class, then ask some students to read sections.  Elicit explanations for any vocabulary they don’t understand.  Ask them to complete exercises A and B and correct.

17. (5 mins) 
Books open

Spend any remaining time discussing 10 - Your Answer on Page 15.  Make sure all students join in and express and opinion.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
