Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students how they got here, each step, how they got to the airport, to England, from the airport etc.  Do they think more people now travel by plane?  Why do we use planes so often (speed, cheap, comfort)?  Now write the fact on the board.  Ask the students if they agree/disagree?  Why or why not?

2. (10 mins) 
Books closed 

Put 3 columns on the board – Land, Sea, Air with the word “Transport” above.  Elicit words, nouns, verbs etc., for the 3 categories.  Ask students which they have used and how often.  Which do they think is best for the environment?  Why?  Leave the list on the board ready for “4” below.

3. (5 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at Page 16.  Write the 5 prepositions from Focus on Words – A2 on the board.  Have some students read the sentences and ask which prepositions go with which.

4. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Using the list on the board from “2” above, elicit adjectives to go with each type of transport, write these in columns for “good” and “bad”.  Open books at Page 16 and see if you have all the adjectives in 2B.  Ask students which ones go with which type of air travel, “cheap” and “expensive” can go with all three!  Put students into pairs and have them work on 2C.  Discuss their findings with the class, encourage opinions.  Finally ask students to complete 2D. 

5. (20 mins) 
Books open

Let the students read the text on Page 17 while playing the CD, then ask different students to read.  Working in pairs find the 5 problems caused by planes and airports.  Ask each pair to share with the class and see how many problems you have in total.  Write the correct ones on the board.  Ask them to complete exercise B and then go over the answers as a class. Discuss the last two sentences with the class, what is the consensus of opinion?  Look at the questions in C and ask students to work in pairs to come up with ideas for C2. 
6. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Introduce/Recap the Present Perfect tense.  “I have had”, “Have you eaten?”.  Elicit examples from them.  Now as a warmer for the use of “for” and “since”, ask each student a question which involves either using for or since in the answer.  You can ask the same question of more than one student – this will help consolidate the ideas.  E.g.  How long have you been learning English? Show how for is used for a specific time and since for a duration which is still going on.  Demonstrate the use of the Present Perfect with for and since.

BREAK 

7. (15 mins) 
Workbooks  open

Go over the examples on Page 46 and then ask students to complete exercises A and B.  Correct as a class, asking different students to read their answers.  Now give examples of when we use Present Perfect and Past Simple.   Ask the students to complete exercise C.  Finish this section by asking students to make a list of expressions when you would use for and when since.  Give a couple of examples to start them off.
8.  (15 mins) 
Books closed

Discuss good and bad reasons to travel.  Do they think flying to somewhere like South America to plant trees as a holiday, actually helps the environment?  Why do we plant trees?  Can they name other such “holidays”?  Which are good and bad?  Ask them for reasons why people travel.  Broaden the discussion; “Do they think you have to visit a country to understand its culture?” Give them 5 minutes to think about this in groups of 3 or 4.  Ask their opinions and ask other students if they agree or not with a particular group.  Why? Why not?

9.  (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class “What is the gas we are warned about with Global Warming?” (Carbon Dioxide).  Read them the fact in D on Page 18 and ask for other ways in which we can reduce this, switch off lights and computers, use solar power, etc.

10. (15 mins) 
Books open

Introduce the listening text.  Take the words and phrases in A on Page 18 and make sure all the meanings are clear.  Play the CD once.  Ask them to read the questions in B, check for understanding and play the CD again, maybe twice if needed as they complete B.  Check answers as a class, then spend a few minutes discussing the text and the points in C.

11.  (10 mins) 
Books open

Using Language Bank 18 on Page 61, first practise the questions and answers as a class, then put students into small groups to work on the Conversation on Page 18.  Let them question you as you go round to help.

12. (10 mins) 
Books open

Introduce section 7  Your Topic on Page 18.  You want them to prepare a few points, using the appropriate grammar we have learnt.   Allow 5-7 minutes, then use the rest of the time for them to present their ideas to the class, encourage questions by asking some yourself.

BREAK 

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

Take the reading passage on Page 19 – Biology in English.  Read this with the students.  Read again in stages to ensure understanding of the new words.  Working in pairs have, exercise 8A completed.  Go round monitoring and helping each pair.  Discuss exercise 8C as a class.

14. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Introduce the section on Pronunciation on Page 47 with a tongue twister – e.g. “She sells sea shells on the sea shore”.  Play the CD and have students practise the sounds before completing exercises 4B and 4C.

15. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to read the question on Page 19 – Will Air Travel Cost the Earth? Working alone, ask them to each answer the 3 questions.  Allow about 8-10  minutes before asking each one to present their opinion, allow this to develop into a discussion.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
