Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class for a list of “personal qualities”. Start them off – e.g. “Humour, Tolerance”. Write these on the board. Ask them to work in pairs and rate which they think are the most important. Put the results on the board and see what percentage go for honesty (if they have not thought of this one, add it to the list anyway!). Also ask them which they think it is the hardest to be. Read them the fact on Page 20 and see how it compares with your results.

2. (10 mins) 
Books closed 

Write the word “Money” on the board. Elicit words related to money: bank, coins, notes, credit cards, etc. Now ask for ways of getting money: earn, pocket money, gift, etc.. Ask for places to keep money: purse, bank, handbag, etc.. Ask for ways to get money out of the bank, cheque: ATM, card. Write these on the board. What does ATM stand for? What do you need to use an ATM (PIN, what does this stand for?). How safe do they think internet banking is?

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 20 ask them to complete exercise 2A. Now ask the class to describe what is happening in each photo. Is this begging or earning money? Is it ever right to steal? How many in the class save money? Match the words in C with the photos and then let the class complete exercise D. Ask the class the questions in E and give them all a chance to talk. Explain the difference between lend +/- to (cf. give)and borrow +/- from (cf. take).

4. (10 mins) 
Books open

Split the class into 2 groups by asking which is more important – money or happiness? Ask one to discuss point A and the other point B of the Ideas. After 5 minutes, ask groups to discuss their conclusions. If no-one can think when stealing is not a crime, suggest something e.g. to feed a child perhaps?
5. (15 mins)
Books open

Play the CD for the reading on Page 21. Ask students what happened in each scenario. Play again as they read and check all vocabulary is understood. Now ask them to complete exercise 3B. Check the answers and then spend 5 minutes discussing 3C as a class. Is Cashpoint Fraud a problem in their country?

6. (5 mins) 
Books closed/open

To introduce the concept of certainty and uncertainty, ask students for examples of things they will do tonight (certain) and then ask for things they might do (possible). Repeat for tomorrow to check they see the difference.

7.  (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

With workbooks open at Page 48 go over the examples and then have students complete exercises A and B. Help and monitor as required. With exercise B, ask students to read out their ideas, see if any are the same.

BREAK

8. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Write too and enough on the board and ask for examples of uses e.g. “too much food”, “just enough food”. What is the difference in meaning. Elicit more examples from students. Have exercise C on Page 48 completed and correct as a class.

9. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students for examples of quizzes they have done. Do they ever do the ones to tell them what sort of person they are? Before doing the listening, put students in pairs and have them ask each other the questions in the Quiz on Page 22. Check the others as a class – what did the majority answer? Now play the CD again, twice if required. Complete parts 5C and 5D of the listening.

10.  (10 mins) 
Books open 

Ask students to turn to Language Bank 20 on Page 62. Go over the different terms and then put into groups of 4 to practise answering the four questions. 
11. (5 mins) 
Workbooks open

Have the exercises on Connections on Page 49 completed. Correct as a class.

12. (20 mins) 
Books open

Put students either in pairs or small groups to prepare a presentation on 7 - Your Topic on Page 22. Tell them to incorporate each of the 6 points. Go round to help and give ideas. After 10-12 minutes ask each group to present to the class and encourage the class to question their statements. As it is a presentation – tell them they can use visual aids to help present their ideas.

13. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Spend time discussing holiday destinations. Ask the class to think about what they need to take on a holiday to different countries. What about money, or is a cash card enough? In what form do they take money? Introduce the idea of exchange rates and other related words.

BREAK 

14.  (15 mins) 
Books closed

Before doing the “Maths in English” on Page 23 ask students how many countries they think there are in the world. Is anyone close to the right answer? Ask students to read the text, then read again in sections to ensure understanding. Have exercises 8A-C completed (some will enjoy the maths challenge!) and then discuss D as a class. 

15. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Do a recap on the vocabulary used in this lesson, relating to banking and money. Ask students to complete the crossword on Page 49 working in pairs. Give them about 5 minutes and check as a class, asking each group for answers. Make this a competition with a ‘prize’ for the pair who complete first with all the correct answers. 

16. 10 mins) 
Books open

Using the idea in 9 – Portfolio Writing on Page 23, ask students to each prepare answers to the three questions. Put in pairs and then give them 5 minutes to ask each other the questions. Swap the pairs around so they practise the question and answer. Go around monitoring and helping.

17.  (5 mins) 
Books open

To finish the unit, read the questions in 10 - How honest are you? on Page 23. Why would a situation change how honest you are? Discuss as class.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
