Lesson guidelines



1. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Divide the class into teams of four. Ask each for a make of car to use as their team name – write these on the board. Give them 5 minutes to write down as many “parts” of a car as they can. The team with the most wins. Do the same for a bicycle. Ask the class if they feel everyone should have a car? Why?

2. (5 mins) 
Books closed 

Draw or show a road map and a town map. Ask for the names of associated termsw, such as motorway, junction, crossroads etc. Elicit other terms related to cars and transport in general.

3. (15 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 24 ask students to complete exercises A-C under Focus on. Go over as a class and then spend about 5 minutes discussing the two Ideas at the bottom of the page. 

4. (20 mins) 
Books open

Spend some time on the page 25 reading exercise. First play the CD and have them listen and read to hear the words. Next ask a student to read each passage in turn, as each one is complete make sure all words have been understood before moving onto the next one. Elicit meanings from the class if words are not known. Give the students a few minutes to work in pairs or groups and decide which heading fits which piece. Check as a class that they all agree and why. Ask students to then complete exercise B and check as a class. Discuss the points in C with the class.

5. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Finish this period by brainstorming ideas of how we can make the roads safer, especially for people who ride bicycles. Is it partly the responsibility of the cyclist? What would make things safer? (Obey road signs, wear helmets, etc). 

6.  (10 mins)
Workbooks open

Give examples of when and why we use to + infinitive. I.e. when expressing a purpose. Can also use in order to but this is more formal. Elicit examples and then have exercises A and B done on Page 50. Monitor and help as required.

BREAK 

7. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students for a list of why they think cars are a good thing to own, then reasons for why they think they are bad. Write the two lists on the board.

8. (15 mins) 
Books open

Introduce the listening text on Page 26 by giving them some idea of the subject. Ask them to make a list of words they think they might hear – about six each, but keep these to themselves. Play the CD once so they get an idea of the topic. Play a second time and tell them to tick their words as they hear them. The one with the most words ticked is the winner (helps them to listen more attentively!). Play a third time and complete exercises 5B and 5C and go over as a class. 
9. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask first if anyone knows the order adjectives should go in. Write on the board fresh, big, nice, green and then write apple. Ask them to put the adjectives in the right order to describe the apple. Nice, big, fresh, green apple. Write under each adjective: opinion, size, age and colour. Put a few more examples up, with 2 or 3 adjectives and ask the students the order. Have exercises C and D on Page 50 completed. Check as a class.

10. (15 mins) 
Books open 

Using Language Bank 21 on Page 62 and recap the phrases used to express purpose and intention. Ask again who thinks there are too many cars and who thinks everyone should have one? If fairly even split, use these opinions to split the class into two groups. The group who want cars should play the role of the children and the others the parents. Working in pairs within their groups, have “children” prepare a short piece on why they should have a car and “parents” why they should not – give them pointers and ideas. Allow about 5-8 minutes for this and spend the last 5 minutes discussing how best to convince the parents of their need for a car. Depending on the language level in your class, you might prefer to do the Physics in English on Page 27.

11. (20 mins) 
Books closed

Spend about 5 minutes discussing with the class what the world would be like without cars. Ask for 2 students who want to prepare a short survey to conduct about this, with relevant questions; e.g. Would a world without cars be cleaner, safer, etc.? While the survey is being prepared, have the rest of the class write down points on why the world would be better with/without cars. Spend the last 5 minutes having the students surveyed, monitor and help and be “surveyed” yourself.

BREAK 

12. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

To consolidate the vocabulary used so far, ask students to complete exercises 2A and 2B on Page 51. Check as a class, asking students to read out their answers.

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 26 work on 7 - Your Topic. Put students in pairs to prepare a presentation with at least 2 points for each of the first 5 points. Have them present their ideas to the class, encourage questions by asking some yourself.

14. (5-10 mins) 
Books open

Look at 9 – Portfolio Writing on Page 26. Working in small groups ask students to pool ideas on what a city without cars would be like. Ask them to make notes, using as many adjectives as they can, then have them describe their cities to you and the class.

15. (5-10 mins) 
Books open

To finish this lesson, ask students to look at the questions in 10 - Do Cars Rule Our lives? Prompt the discussion by giving ideas on each of the points. 
(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
