Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Start a discussion on languages. Which ones do they learn at school? Which ones do they enjoy? Do they think it is important to learn another language? Why? If they learn more than one, which do they find easiest? Make a note on the board of the languages. Which will be most useful in the future?
2. (5 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to read the fact on Page 36. Do they agree with it? Why? Why not? Why are they learning English? What do they plan to do with it? Try and elicit responses using “talking about the future”, you can then refer back to this.

3. (15 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 36, ask the class to complete exercises A and C only. Correct these as a class and then do B as a group, to make sure they understand the words used. Discuss the questions together. Go to exercise D and put in pairs to think of points to discuss the two “ideas”. Can you learn alone? If so, how? What do they do? Should everyone learn English? Why?

4. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask what language courses have they attended that are not part of their main education. What sort of experience was it, good, expensive, hard, fun? Where did the course take place?

5. (15 mins) 
Books open

Play the CD and have students read the text on Page 37 just the first part at the same time. Read again with them for understanding. Ask what Jiang Li likes and does not like about her course, where is it? Repeat this for the second piece of text. Now ask students to complete exercises B and C. Do they agree with any of the comments made in either of the texts. (They will mention food!).

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Go back to their reasons for learning English, discussed in 2. Look at the tense used. Using the Language section on Page 37 ask students which tenses are being used here. What other verb forms can be used to discuss future plans?

7.  (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

With books open at Page 56 go through the examples and then ask students to complete exercises A and B, correct as a class before C and D are completed. Check and correct as they work. 

BREAK 

8. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

Ask students to prepare a diary for this week, morning, afternoon and evening on a sheet of paper. Fill out about half of this with what their plans are, using both going to and the present continuous. Now ask them to go around and try and find someone to do five things with on different days. Use Language Bank 27 on Page 64 for ideas, and practise the phrases. Monitor and help. 
9. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students the best ways to learn a language? Find what motivates them? What do they like: grammar, speaking, reading, writing? Make a list on the board of what they tell you.

10. (15 mins) 
Books closed/open

With books closed to start with, play the listening CD. Do any of the ways to learn you have on the board appear on the CD? With books open now at Page 38 ask the students to read exercises B and C. Now play the CD again (maybe twice) so they can answer the questions, check as a class. Play the last part of the CD again and ask students the answer to the question in E.

11. (10 mins) 
Books open

Put students into pairs and ask them to prepare answers to each point in 7 - Your Topic on Page 38. Allow about 5 minutes and then ask each pair to discuss with another pair and compare answers. Monitor the discussions.

12. (5 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students what other languages are spoken a lot around the world. (Spanish, French, etc.). Which languages provide words that are used in English – e.g. French in cooking or other everyday phrases? What others can they think of?

13. (10 mins) 
Books closed 

Elicit several countries and have these written down in a column. Make sure they are not all European by adding countries like China, New Zealand, Afghanistan, etc. Put students into pairs for a competition. Add two more columns, one for Nationality and one for Language. Give them five minutes to complete the two columns. The pair with the most correct answers wins.

14.  (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Use exercises A and B – Vocabulary on Page 57 to consolidate this section. Go over as a class and ensure they understand the words used.

END OF SECOND HOUR

15.  (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at Page 39 read the text from English Speaking World with the students and ensure all the words are understood. Ask them to complete exercises A and B and go over with them before doing exercises C as a class discussion.

16. (10 mins) 
Books open

Using the idea from Portfolio Writing on Page 57 ask the students to spend 5-7 minutes, working in pairs if they want, to put together a short list of ways to improve their English. Have each pair read this out and put the points on the board. Which ones appear the most?

17. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to create a “flyer” to advertise their “English School”. Give them some ideas to get started. What will it have? What will classes costs? What ratio of pupil to teacher? Have these displayed and vote for the best.

18. (10 mins) 
Books open

Have a class discussion on 10 - Why Are you Learning English from Page 39. Incorporate into this the use of going to and present continuous, as well as discussing the points listed.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
