Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class what they understand by the word Carnival (literally – farewell to meat). What carnivals have they heard of (Rio, Notting Hill, Venice)? What happens? How long do they last? How many people go? Has anyone taken part? What did they do?

2. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at p. 12 and look at the words in 2A. Ask them to match the words to the pictures and then work in pairs and write a definition of the words and a sentence that illustrates the meaning of the words. Help as you go round the class and ask some to share their work with the rest of the class. Ask them to do exercise B and again think up whole sentences using these phrases. 

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students what the difference is between a party and a festival. What kinds of festivals do they know of (religious, music, film, food)? Ask them to tell you about the main festivals in their country, and what happens in as much detail as possible. 

4. (10 mins) 
Books open 

Ask students if they agree with Ideas statements A and B on p.12.  Discuss whether non-Christians should celebrate Christmas? If so, should Christians join Hindus at Diwali?

5. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Now ask them to work in groups and tell each other about the best party they have been to recently. Ask them to discuss, apart from good music and good company, what are the five most essential ingredients of a good party?  

6. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students if they can tell you the difference between adverbs (words that qualify verbs) and adjectives (words that qualify nouns). Can they give you examples of adverbs? Ask students to turn to workbook page 44. Go through the grammar reference box with the students and ask them to do exercise A. Ask students to read out some of their answers. 

7. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to work in pairs and find one thing that their partner at each of the eight ‘frequencies’ always to never does. Then ask students to change pairs and tell their new partner about the old one: e.g. Giacomo never goes to bed before 11pm. Find out about the students as you go around the class.

Continue with the notes on adverbs of manner and exercise B.

BREAK
8. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask the students to do the reading exercises based on the passage CELEBRATION OR PROTEST (p.13).

9. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books (p. 14) and look at the two pictures. What is happening? Where? When? What’s the weather like? What are the people saying? How can they tell?

10. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Tell the class they are going to listen to a reporter talking to people at the carnival. Ask them to work in groups and write down five questions they think the reporter might ask. Get the groups to pool their questions and put these on the board. 

11. (15 mins) 
Books open

Play the passage once and ask them if any of their questions have been answered. What do the two people interviewed think of the carnival. Go through the statements in 5C and then ask the class to listen again and note who says what. Ask students to summarise the problems that exist for the organisers and then ask them to work in groups and think up solutions. What would they do if they were in charge of the carnival next year?

12. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to work through the vocabulary exercises 2A on p. 45. Check their answers as you go round the class. When they have finished, ask a couple of students to read the passage aloud. No write the words a) (controversial) to i) (music) on the board. Ask students to close their books – see if they can remember the sentences that contained these words. Continue with exercises B, and C.

13. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to look through the passage on MUSIC TECHNOLOGY in English on p15 and then complete exercises A, B and C.

14. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to do exercise 3A on p. 45. When they have identified the prepositions (of, with, about) ask them to work in pairs and write their own sentences using the words on the left and the associated preposition: e.g. My mother is sometimes worried about me when I don’t come home until 3am.

15. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask them to complete exercise 4A on p. 45 and one of the Portfolio Writing exercises in 5.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
