
Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Do a quick class survey to find out what students’ parents do for a living. How many of the class would like to follow in their parents’ footsteps? Ask students if they think it is better to be your own boss or work for the government or a private company. How many of the class would like to be their own boss? (Make a note of the answer for later)


2. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Tell the students you are going to play a recording of three people talking about their jobs. Ask them to listen (as you play the recorded reading) and note down what the three people do now, what their previous job was, and if they are happier now or before they changed job.  Write these three questions up on the board and play the passages again if necessary but not more than twice – we will return to this later in the lesson. Copy the ‘Old job/new job’ chart (from p. 17) on the board as a guide.

3. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Now ask the class to work in groups and brainstorm as many other jobs (5-6 are mentioned in the reading on p. 17) as they can. Ask a student to write these up on the board as the rest of the class call out the ones they have thought of. How many different ways can they think of to classify them? What do they think makes a job satisfying? What would they all like to do, and why?  

4. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class to open their books at page 16. Ask them to look at exercise A and match the people to what they do. Then ask the class to work in pairs and write ‘job descriptions’ for another six jobs from the ones on the board. Encourage them to choose the more unusual jobs – we don’t want everyone to write about doctors, teachers and taxi drivers! Go round the class helping with vocabulary as they do this. When most have written 5/6, ask students from each group to read out their description – and ask the class to guess the job. 

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

Play the recorded reading again (p. 17 , ex. 3) and ask students to follow the texts in their books as you do this. Ask them to make a note (not in the books themselves) of all the comparatives (friendlier, less money) and superlatives (best, most important). Go through the questions and ex. B + C that follow.

6.  (15 mins) 
Books open

Go through the formation of comparatives and superlatives (p. 46) with the class and ask them to do exercises A and B.

BREAK

7. (15 mins) 


Ask them to write six sentences about the jobs on the board. If you want to change to something different they could write about subjects at school. Ask students to read out what they have written and ask the rest of the class if they agree. 

8. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at page 18 and look at the two pictures. Ask them to work in pairs and discuss what is going on, who the people are, where they are and what they are doing. Which of the two people do they associate more with? Ask pairs to share their ideas with the rest of the class.

9. (10 mins) 
Books open

Tell the students they are going to listen to two people discussing the advantages of two different careers – finance and journalism. Ask students to work in (different) pairs and discuss the advantages of both careers. Which would they choose and why? What qualifications are needed for each career?

10. (15 mins) 
Books open

Play the conversation (tapescript p. 71) and ask students to note down the advantages and disadvantages of each career. Ask a student to write these up on the board – then play the conversation again and see if they can identify any further points. Then ask them to complete exercise B – who wants what?

11. (20 mins) 
Books open

Now ask students to work in groups and think about which of the 8 ‘wants’  on Page 18 section B, are most important to them. Tell them they have to agree on which is the most and least important. If they disagree, tell them they have to reach a compromise.

BREAK

12. (5 mins)
Books closed

Write the words ship, sheep and get on the board. Underline the vowel sounds. Ask students if they can think of five other words with the same sounds.

13. (5 mins) 
Books open

Now ask students to open their workbooks (p.47) and look at exercise 4A. Have them work in pairs and decide which word contains each sound. Check their answers by playing the recording of the two sentences.

14. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class to call out 10-15 different careers – each as different from each other as possible. Select the eight most different and rub out the rest. Now ask students to write eight sentences making comparisons between various pairs of jobs – e.g. A job in advertising is more glamorous than a career in teaching.

15. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to write 150-200 words about their ideal job. This could either be a letter to their fairy godmother telling her what they would like to do, or in the form of an advertisement from a company desperate to recruit more people to work for them.

 (30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
