Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed

In May 2009, someone suggested that Broadband should be considered as essential a service as water, gas and electricity. Ask students if they agree. Ask them to work in groups and list all the uses they have for the internet. Put these up on the board and then ask students which they use most.

2. (15 mins) 
Books open

Now ask students to open their books at p. 32 and look at the words in ex. 2A. Ask them to explain the meanings of the 10 words and write sentences illustrating their meaning for five of the ten words. Ask students to read out their sentences.

3. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to work in pairs, as far as possible of the same gender. Tell them to add to the list in ex. 2B with things they would only do in private and those that they are happy to share with others. After five minutes, ask them to compare their lists with another pair of the same gender and then with a pair of the opposite sex. Discuss if there are any significant differences.

4. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to spend a couple of minutes completing exercises 2C and 2D, and then check their answers with the whole class. Can they think of examples of people who have shown self-control, self-confidence? Who, when, where?

5. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to discuss the statements in the Ideas section on p. 32 and share their thoughts with the class.

6.  (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class how many of them keep a diary – or have done so in the past. Why do they or did they? If they have stopped, why did they do so? Ask students what they consider to be the main differences between blogs and diaries.

7. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class to open their books at p. 33.  Play the CD of the reading so they can read and listen then ask them to read again and do exercises 3B. Check their answers and then ask them to work in small groups and discuss the questions in 3C. Do the class have similar ideas? What is the most original way of proposing what they have heard of?

8. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to look at ex. 4 on p. 33 and then turn to p. 54. Go through the grammar box and ask the class to work through exercises A, B and C. Check their answers after each one.

9.  (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to work in pairs and look at the two photos at the top of p. 34. What do they think the two couples are thinking? Ask pairs to compare and explain their thoughts.

10. (20 mins) 
Books open

Go through the vocabulary in exercise B and then play the recording of the conversation between Lizzie and Josh – make sure they do not follow the typescript on p. 68. Ask students to explain the reason for their little disagreement and then play the conversation again. Ask students to decide if the statements in ex. C are true or false.

Complete ex. D and then ask students to discuss the questions in ex. E.

BREAK
11. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to turn to p. 55 and do exercise 2A. When they have finished, ask them to think of one further example from their own life when they have felt relieved, excited, etc. Ask them to share these experiences with the class.

Then ask them to complete the text in ex. 2B. Check their answers.

12. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to turn to p. 35 Creative Writing in English and read through the tips on how to make a piece of writing interesting. Go through the exercises A, B and C that follow.

13. (10 mins) 
Books open

Go through the explanation of strong and weak forms on p. 55 and then ask students to do ex. 3C. Check their answers by playing the recording. Then ask them to complete workbook exercise 4.

14. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to complete one of the Portfolio writing exercises in exercise 5 on p55.  When completed ask students to share these with the class.
(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
