Lesson guidelines



1. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students which countries are famous for fashion and design. Which country do they think buys the most luxury fashion goods (answer in book)? Which country do they think produces most of these goods nowadays? Get them to discuss in pairs or groups what they think clothes tell you about the wearer, what shops are best for buying clothes and why, how much do they think they need to spend a month/season on new clothes. Ask if keeping up with fashions is important? Why? Ask groups to share their thoughts with the class.


2. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Invite a student to come to the board and ask the rest of the class to call out the names of as many clothes as they can. Ask them to say whether these are worn mainly by boys, girls or either. Ask the student to group these accordingly on the board. Now ask them to look around them, how many different colours can they see? How many different patterns? Different materials? Supply the vocabulary yourself if they are struggling. Put as much on the board as possible.

3. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to work in pairs and think up the worst possible combination of clothes, colours and patterns they can for one of the students in the class. E.g. for Boris we have chosen: pink and yellow striped socks, tight green jeans, etc...

4. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to work in groups and discuss how fashions have changed over the past few years. Is it just clothes that are fashionable? What other things change (jewellery, phones, shoes)? Is fashion necessary or just a way of making money?

5. (15 mins)
Books open

Ask students to open their books at p. 36 and do exercise 2B1 and 2B2. Then ask them to look at the people in the pictures. Ask students to describe each of them. Do they know anyone who wears styles like these? Ask them to read through the descriptions and note any new vocabulary.

6. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask students which of the eight people on p. 37 they associate most closely with. Then ask them to work in pairs and choose one person in the class to write a fashion statement for. Ask them to read this out to the class and see if they can identify who is being described.

7. (10 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class to read through the descriptions again and make a note of all the times the words a, and and the are used. Can they tell you what these kinds of words are called? When do we use a instead of an, when a or an instead of the? 

8. (15mins) 
Books open

Ask them to turn to p.56. Go through the notes in the Language: Articles box. Check they understand by asking them to work in pairs and write full sentences for each type of usage. Get students to read some of their sentences out to the class. Then ask them to complete exercises A and B.

9. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students to tell you about their mobile phones. What can their phones do? Ask students to work in pairs and list all the things phones can do. Get students to call these out and put up a list of these on the board. Pretend to be a bit dumb and get students to explain exactly what ‘sending a text’ means. 

10. (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask students which functions of their phones they use most. Put them in groups and ask them to put these functions in order of importance. If they could have just one, what would they choose? If just two? Or three? Why?

11.  (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to open their books at p.38. Ask them to look at exercise 5B and tell them that they are going to listen to six people talking about when they use their phones. Play the conversation twice and then check their answers. Then ask them to complete 5C and go through their answers. 

What do they think about the questions in 5D.

END OF SECOND HOUR

12. (10 mins) 
Books open or closed

Ask students where they usually go on holiday. How often? In what season? What kind of clothes do they take for each different destination? What is top priority, what is less essential? Tell the students to work in pairs and choose a destination for their next holiday, and dates they would like to travel and where they would like to stay.

13. (10 mins) 
Books open or closed

Now tell them to imagine that their luggage has been lost. The shops are shut for a week and they have just five minutes to make a shopping list to phone through to a friend who is coming out the next day. Tell them to change partners and tell their new partner (the friend who is flying out) to write down exactly what they want them to bring out. Collect in these pieces of paper and then tell the students to change roles and repeat the exercise. Collect in the pieces of paper then choose a few at random, read out the shopping list and ask the students to guess who ordered the clothes and where they are going.

14. (20 mins) 
Books open

Ask students to read through the passage on globalisation on p. 39 and then do exercises A, B and C. Finally ask students to open their workbooks at p.57 and work through exercises 2A, 2B. 2C and 2D. 

In any remaining time available, review the contents of the unit and check that students have made notes of new vocabulary in their study records.

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
