
Lesson guidelines



1. (10 mins) 
Books closed/open

Spend a few minutes brainstorming laws in their countries with the class.  Elicit as many as you can and list these on the board.  Group into rules which are “socially important” (e.g. murder) and rules which seem to be made for “no good reason”, (e.g.  Keep off the Grass in a park). Put the students into groups to discuss and agree on which group the rules in the list should be in.  Open books at p.8, read the ‘fact’.  Do students feel like this about the rules in their country? What rules do they have which they don’t agree with?  What is the difference between a “restriction” and a “law”?

2. (10 mins) 
Books open 

As a class go through the words in 2 – Focus On:  Ask students to work in small groups and complete a list of which are always illegal and which only sometimes banned.  Draw a table on the board and ask each group for their thoughts.  There may be different opinions, so try to get groups to agree before asking students to justify their answers.  Once they have completed the “sometimes not allowed” list, ask students to discuss their reasoning.  

3. (10 mins) 
Books closed

Put students into groups of 4 and ask them to complete a list of typical rules for various places: e.g. school, home, a swimming pool, a shopping centre. Ask for at least 4 rules from each group and discussd these as a class.  Do they agree with the rules? Why? Or Why not?  Which rules would they get rid of and why? Alternatively, ask them to draw up rules for their bedroom or their parents.
4. (20 mins) 
Books closed/open

Before asking the class to open books at p.9, ask them what different religions they are aware of; Buddhism, Mormon, Catholics etc.  Write these on the board.  What do they know about them? Now look at the photo on p.9 and ask students what they think is happening?  Discuss their answers and put the most appropriate put on the board.  Ask them to read the article to themselves to get a basic understanding, then play the CD while they read again.  Have different students read parts of the article and check for understanding of the vocabulary.   Decide as a class which title is the most appropriate.  Ask students to complete exercise C and correct as a class.  Discuss if they would like to live like Tim?  If they could change their name, what would they call themselves?  
5.  (10 mins) 
Books open

With books open at p.9 put students into groups of 3 or 4.  Ask each group to choose a question from D.  Suggest negative and positives for each to get them started.  After about 5 minutes call a halt and ask a person from each group to explain to the class what they discussed and their conclusions.

6. (10 mins) 
Workbooks open

Go through 4 A and B Language with the class and then ask them to open the workbook section at p. 42 – Obligations and Necessity Give examples of “need”, “must” and “have to”.  Elicit more examples from the class.  Ask for negative examples and also examples from the past.  Ask the class to work in pairs or alone to complete exercises A and B.  Go over as a class.  

BREAK 

7. (20 mins) 
Books Open

First ask students to look at the 3 photos on p.10.  What do they think about what is portrayed in them.  Can they think of any reasons why these things should be banned?  Now tell them what they are listening for.  List the places on the board with a column for what is banned.  Play the CD at least twice and complete the column on the board, before asking them to complete task C.

8. (10 mins) 
Books open

First use the Language Bank 15 on p.60 for ideas and also complete the dialogue to practise the phrases.  Put students into pairs to discuss points B1-3 from 6 – Your turn to Speak  on p.10.  Go around and discuss with the pairs. 

9. (10 mins) 
Books open

Still working from p.10 put the class into new groups of 3 or 4.  Use the Role Play in 6A.  Elicit a few ideas of what they would like to ban to get them started.  They must support their “ban” with at least two reasons.  After giving them about 5 minutes to make a few notes, have each group nominate someone to speak and have them tell the class their ideas.

10. (10 mins) 
Books open

Working from 7 - Your Topic on p.10 put students into small groups and ask them to think of the most important laws/rules of their country, school,  or home and the reasons for their chosen rules. After about 5 minutes instigate a discussion within the groups using the points listed in 7.

11.  (5 mins) 
Workbooks closed

To consolidate on the lesson so far, use Section 2 – Connections on p.42 to remind of the uses of make and do.

12.  (15 mins) 
Books closed

Ask the class what they know about the EU.  Why was it formed? What does it do?  Who are members?  Ask the class for good and bad points for the EU (Peace, petty bureaucracy, loss of national traditions).  Now elicit examples of mindless laws e.g. shape of bananas. What about good laws? Are they necessary?  Which laws have improved things, what made things worse?

13. (15 mins) 
Books open

With books open at p.11 – European Quiz put class into pairs or small groups.  Ask each team for a name and write this on the board.  Ask them to complete the quiz, then go over it with the class, awarding a prize to the team with the most correct answers.  Ask them to complete exercises A and B.
14.  (15 mins) 
Workbooks open

To consolidate the vocabulary in the section, complete exercises 3A and 3B on p.43.  Correct as a class and then spend 5 minutes working on 4 for Pronunciation and Stress.  You will need to do some repetition of this.

15. (15 mins) 
Books open

Ask the class to look at exercise 10 – Who needs Rules? on p.11, use this statement as a “topic”.  Write the 3 points on the board and ask them to prepare a few sentences to support their opinions.  Go around and help with ideas. Ask students to present their thoughts to the class or each other, and encourage the class to ask questions. 

(30 mins) 
Oral Fluency and GESE preparation
For information on how best to structure this time, refer to the GESE preparation guidelines. Note that some students will not be taking a GESE exam and the time should be presented as oral fluency practice relevant to Trinity candidates rather than ‘exam preparation’. The work done in this half-hour can be done at any time, and does not have to be left to the end of the morning or afternoon.
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
